Bible Study Tuesday 10 December 2002

 

What is it that you try to convey or present, when you are asked a reason of the hope that is within you? 

 

Zechariah 4:6 Not by might, nor by power, but by my spirit, saith the LORD of hosts. (KJV)

 

What one often forgets, is that the answer should already be present, without a word being spoken. We are supposed to be that example of the believer at all times, not just when one thinks that it is convenient.

 

When one takes the gift for granted; when they minimize Father’s counsel, it is then that one’s skills or insights into the Word, into Father’s plan of restoration, begin to diminish. The changes are subtle. The diminishing of the skills of the Word seem ever so slight. It only takes a little bit of leaven to affect, effect and infect the whole of the lump.

 

It is when one leans to their own understanding, that they begin to return to the ways of the flesh; then they begin a gradual departing from the kingdom of His Spirit, and death will eventually happen.

 

Thus, why one must be diligent to remember that it is not by anything that you can do of your might. That is why Paul said that he could do all things through Christ, who would be his strength, as long as he continued in the Word. As long as he kept the flesh in subjection to the Spirit of Christ, that he could accomplish all that the Father asked of him.

 

Of yourself, you have no power, no ability to bring about change to your life, that can be satisfactory to Father. Christ is the power and wisdom of God. To utilize properly the power of God, one must hear and subscribe to His wisdom, in order for the kingdom of God to be furthered in your life.

 

Those that worship the Father; that is those who will fellowship with Him, must do so in Spirit and in truth (His Word is truth). There is no other way for one to fellowship with the Father. There is no other way into the holy of holies, but by the Spirit of Christ.

 

There are all kinds of myths, fables, fabrications, traditions, and whatever other name they may try to apply to them, by which people try to, attempt to gain entrance into the kingdom of God. It is only in Christ, that one is able to become that new creation.

 

Romans 8:9 You, however, are not devoted to earthly, but to spiritual things, if the Spirit of God is really dwelling in you; whereas if any man has not the Spirit of Christ, such a one does not belong to Him. (Weymouth's New Testament)
