10 July 2005 Sunday Food for thought!

John 14:12-14 I assure you, most solemnly I tell you, if anyone steadfastly believes in Me, he will himself be able to do the things that I do (John 8:29); and he will do even greater things than these, because I go to the Father. 13 And I will do [I Myself will grant] whatever you ask in My Name [as presenting all that I AM], so that the Father may be glorified and extolled in (through) the Son. 14 [Yes] I will grant [I Myself will do for you] whatever you shall ask in My Name [as presenting all that I AM]. AMP

…putting our flesh in subjection that the firstborn is presented daily within me…. laying down my life for His = devotion (obedience), selfless love

Matthew 16:25-26 For whosoever will save his life shall lose it: and whosoever will lose his life for my sake shall find it. For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? or what shall a man give in exchange for his soul? (KJV)

I do not know of any sincere Christian that would not like to be able to live the life and example that Jesus Christ did, or for that matter Paul the apostle. However, the truth be told, most only wish this were so, because they have never taken the time nor put forth the effort to find out who they are in Christ. But why is this?


Many will start down the path, but then find out how much effort it takes; the people they have to let go of who will hinder their walk (Gal 5:7-9, Mark 4:19, Luke 21:34-36, Matt 12:48-50); how seeking first the kingdom of God and His righteousness (Matt 6:33) takes more time and dedication than most are willing to give.

Luke 13:24 Strive to enter in at the strait gate: for many, I say unto you, will seek to enter in, and shall not be able. (KJV)

Def for strive: 75  agonizomai (ag-o-nid'-zom-ahee); from 73; to struggle, literally (to compete for a prize), figuratively (to contend with an adversary), or genitive case (to endeavor to accomplish something): 

KJV-- fight, labor fervently, strive.

A wholehearted effort.


How willing are you to put forth a full and sincere effort into obtaining all that God has for you? How much do you really hunger and thirst after righteousness? Food for thought!

Matthew 5:6 Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall be filled. (KJV)

John 6:35 And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst. (KJV)
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
