opentext - Father, we thank you for this day, and a server that is operating.  We thank you for your Holy Spirit who is our teacher, and our guide throughout your Word.  Father, we ask that you give us that nourishment that we have need of this day, that we may serve you with a joyful heart and we are quick to give you and you alone, all of the praise, honor, glory and thanksgiving through Christ our Lord....

opentext Matthew 6:11 Give us this day our daily bread.

opentext & helpmate - We have been talking on how to nourish our spirit man, but just what does this verse mean?

at-peace - our daily Word from Father

opentext & helpmate - helen.... If it is given...we have to ask.

renewed - our physical and spiritual nourishment for the day

at-peace - Word of life... man cannot live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.

mizpah & dale - give us the bread that will build up our spirit man today

opentext & helpmate - How often, do we ask Father, for what He would have for us this day?

at-peace - i did yesterday and today.. but not usually before

opentext & helpmate - Exactly....since Father does know best, why not ask Him for what He knows that we have need of?

opentext Matthew 6:8  Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him.

opentext & helpmate - *****knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him.*****  One of the things that we take for granted, is that we are to seek to find.....is that seeking a one time deal?

mizpah & dale - no it's a daily process

renewed - no it's a continual thing ... every moment of every day

at-peace - no it is every day

opentext & helpmate - exactly...a daily process, and what is it that we are to be seeking?

mizpah & dale - the will of Father this day

at-peace - the scriptures to hear what Father has for us this day

opentext & helpmate - Exactly...His will for us...this day.

renewed - the Word for our spiritual food for the day

at-peace - or hearing what Father has for us today... by having our hearts and minds renewed with his Word.

opentext & helpmate - And how will we know His will for this day?

at-peace - if we open our hearts, minds, and ears to HIS Word... and ask for what we are in need of.

mizpah & dale - by praying and asking for His guidance today

renewed - if we are focussed on Father and not on *my needs*

opentext & helpmate - Ok.....that is part of what i am looking for.....but what is it, that we have to come to a clearer understanding of?

at-peace - the mystery of the gospel

opentext & helpmate - exactly...A clearer understanding of all that Christ Jesus accomplished for us.  Of coming to a clearer understanding of all that we inherited.....if we don't open the package all the way, how can we see all that is in there?

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - we can't

opentext & helpmate - How often, when you go into the Word each day, do you **expect** Father to open at least one more scripture to you this day?

renewed - every time I open it and read ..

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - most of the time...per dale

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - every time...per miz

at-peace - every time

opentext & helpmate - What happens if we do not expect that?

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - we won't get it

at-peace - we just read and do not hear

renewed - we are just reading ... 

opentext & helpmate - What will we be feeding on?

renewed - We will be feeding on wherever else our mind is taking us .. usually the world.

at-peace - the thoughts of this world

opentext & helpmate - milk!!!!!!!

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - words that make you familiar with The Word, but doesn't satisfy the Spirit man as much

opentext & helpmate - If we do not go in expecting to grow, what can we expect then, since we can not stay the same?

renewed - if we are not going forward ... we are going backwards

opentext & helpmate - exactly.  Ever look at a road map, and always see other places that you want to stop?

at-peace - the we would start to be as the rest of the worldly people

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - yes

renewed - yep!

at-peace - yes

opentext & helpmate - This is the expectancy we should go into the Word with each day or, as Helen was saying.....wanting to be the first one into the bakery each morning, get the pick of the goodies, fresh, warm, and smelling soooo good.  Does it always have to be morning for this to happen?

at-peace - nope

renewed - no but mornings are usually better for me ...

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - nope...the hungry you are for the goodies, the better it smells and tastes

opentext & helpmate - Exactly…so if it is daily bread, it can be any time of that day, if we are listening.  What else did you notice about that verse.

Opentext Matthew 6:11 Give us this day our daily bread.

at-peace - us... the body of Christ

opentext & helpmate - helen...only what we have need of for this day

renewed - we have to go with hands open, expecting that it will be given to us as we seek ..

opentext & helpmate - very good Charlene

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - not give me...but the body as a whole

opentext & helpmate - remembering all of the body...and what part can we have, to help nourish and build up the body of Christ.

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - all of it

opentext & helpmate - Ever get a fresh roll, and want to keep it allll to yourself?

renewed - edify, exhort, build up, share

at-peace - yes.... we need to share

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - with the Word...or the daily bread...we can have it all and still share it

opentext & helpmate - And, as you grow, another thing that you will find, is that until you start sharing.  It does not become real to you; as well as Father will not give you as much, until you start to share your insights.

at-peace - workman who needeth not be ashamed

opentext & helpmate - Give, and it shall be given....good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over.  Correct, we do not want to be one, that was caught burying their talents in the backyard.  Isn't that in essence what we are doing, when we do not share with others of the body of Christ?

renewed - yep, and like the light under the bushel, it is eventually snuffed out ...

at-peace - yes... Father may have something to say to one of us in the body of Christ, or more than one of us.

opentext & helpmate - helen...another way of robbing from God....

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - but if the bread is spiritual and we have all spiritual blessings, we can have it all...and then we share as Father opens up various scriptures of us which helps cement it in our hearts

opentext & helpmate - exactly

at-peace - speak only the Words that you have heard Father speak

opentext & helpmate - how can one ever out give Father?

renewed - can't be done ..

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - never happen

at-peace - they can't

opentext & helpmate - So, then that shows us the importance of sharing, no matter how insignificant it may seem to us.  That morsel we are holding back, may be just what one of the brethren may need to hear.  helen...that may be their key ingredient for that day.

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - o/

opentext & helpmate - Could that be, what the Lord was talking about when He said to feed the hungry?

opentext & helpmate - yes miz 

at-peace - Or an opening for Father to open it up to you for even more understanding by what someone else is hearing from Father

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - just as it is the little things that cause us to stumble, it can also be the little things that lift us up....like a child that stumbles and you stretch out one finger...it grabs hold and you lift them up 

opentext & helpmate - exactly...very good point. That is one of the areas i have to listen the closest to Father on, is the little things that i take for granted.

at-peace - an adult can hear a lot by watching and listening to a child.

opentext & helpmate - And like wise so do all of us, because we always think that we are the youngest, or least experienced, and so we think everyone else knows it.

opentext Matt 5:6 Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall be filled. (KJV)

opentext & helpmate - hunger and thirst

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - 1Timothy 4:15

<Chatbot> (1timothy 4:15) -- Meditate upon these things; give thyself wholly to them; that thy profiting may appear to all.

opentext & helpmate - How often are you ***filled*** when you get through with your time with Father.

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - always...sometimes

renewed - always *if* I'm listening ..

at-peace - always

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - depends on what i am looking for and if it is what Father wants for me

at-peace - if i'm listening... what renewed said

opentext & helpmate - Do you think that the devil ever tries to tell you that you have not read or studied enough?

at-peace - no 

renewed - well .... he is the accuser of the brethren .. could do it to discourage us?

opentext & helpmate - The devil is always trying to tell us lies.........What if Father only wanted us to meditate on one verse for that day....

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - satan would tell us that wasn't enough and we were not reading enough

renewed - then He would have a reason for it .. there would be enough *meat* for the day in it ...

at-peace - ahhh... satan would try to get us off of what Father wanted us to hear for that day.

opentext & helpmate - And by listening to the devil, we are shopping many more bakery windows?  Exactly…the devil is going to try any and every way he can to lead us away from the truth. We have to remember that he is the father of lies....and is very deceptive.  I can think of many times that i have been on one verse for a week at a time.  So, we have to be aware of all of the devils devices.  And it is also why we have to learn to hear the Masters voice.

at-peace - faith comes by hearing and hearing by the Word of God

opentext & helpmate - What other ways can we get our daily bread?

renewed - by meditating on a scripture Father brings to remembrance ...

at-peace - Father may use something of this world that you may see or hear that opens up more understanding in the Word for you.

opentext & helpmate - ok

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - you can apply the Word to everything you see

opentext & helpmate - Exactly....we have to be open to whatever means Father wants to speak to us through.  Ever see a highway speed sign...and what do you hear Father say?

at-peace - slow down

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - stop and look

renewed - check your speed

<opentex> Or, if you are obeying it....He may say...if you break it, you are already guilty, all you can do is look for mercy

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - or stop with your own thoughts and  look at the speed sign

opentext & helpmate - All good points...and should show you, how many different ways Father can speak to us if we are *** listening***

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - reading the Bible isn't not a race...we should read at the pace Father leads us to read it

opentext & helpmate - We do not always have our nose stuck in the binding to be hearing Father.

at-peace - if it was stuck in the binding.. i don't think we would be focused on Fathers Word... more like pain.

opentext & helpmate - By seeing someone with less then we have, can make us mindful of how much we have been blessed with.  lol charlene.  It can make us mindful of how thankful we should be.  As well as to pray for them.

at-peace - Father also puts them on our hearts

opentext & helpmate - What is another way we can hear Father?

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - through our brothers and sisters

opentext & helpmate - ok....let me throw this out

at-peace - by being quiet... listening to Father speak to us... prayer.

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - and when satan tries to tempt us or lie to us, we can bring the Word to mind, to refute his words

opentext & helpmate - Ever listen to so called Christian music, and how you are exercised by correcting the words

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - per dale...oh yeh

opentext & helpmate - And the same with some of these so called sermons on the radio

renewed - or even hearing different versions of the Bible ..

at-peace - yup

opentext & helpmate - As we are trying to please Father, they cause us to hear the truth, and are there by fed.

<NowFaithIs> what do you mean exercised by correcting the Words?  Do you mean hearing the correct context of verses etc.?

opentext & helpmate - exactly michie

<NowFaithIs> oh ok, absolutely that was a major lesson learned going to my former church

opentext & helpmate - It causes us to bring to mind the proper verse from the Word, but....the key to all this, is keeping our ear tuned to Father's voice.

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - that is also why we need to know the Word...so we will know how to correct it

opentext & helpmate - exactly…the better we know the road map, the easier it is to stay on the proper course.  helen, the easier it is to pick out all of the deceptions that we hear.

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - and we won't be blown off course by every wind and doctrine

at-peace - being able to point someone else in the right direction

opentext & helpmate - Call: 1-Christ-4God, for proper routing on all trips.   In the world we call triple A.  We have the perfect guide, if we ask for our daily routing instructions.  Ever wonder why the Lord washed the disciples feet?

<NowFaithIs> yes

opentext & helpmate - Why did He?

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - per dale...even then we take a detour...a sightseeing trip that doesn't have the greatest sights, uh dale

renewed - they were the thing that had the *dust of the world on them* ... from walking through a day in the world

opentext & helpmate - We don't want to take any more laps around Mt Sinai.

opentext & helpmate - ok, and what else Cheryl?

<NowFaithIs> servanthood?

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - because we should have humbleness in our hearts as servants to Father…never to proud to serve.

opentext & helpmate - @read Ephesians 6:15

<Chatbot> (Ephesians 6:15) -- And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace;

opentext & helpmate - What was their mode of transportation in that day?

<NowFaithIs> aaah washed in living waters? feet

opentext & helpmate - exactly…on both counts

<NowFaithIs> how beautiful are the feet....

opentext & helpmate - Our steps are ordained of the Lord, when He is the lamp for our feet, and the light for our next step.  It is His light that keeps us on that straight and narrow path that leads to Fathers house, and, since we have some that are following us, and we take a wrong turn, who is Father going to have a talk with?

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - us

at-peace - it would be us

<NowFaithIs> interestingly....if we are prepared in hearing Father during a sermon and such and to correct the verses and words given as we hear Father.  We not only see how much we have grown in the Word, but we also then see that we are ready with an answer for anyone that asks

opentext & helpmate - James 3:1 My brethren, be not many masters, knowing that we shall receive the greater condemnation.

opentext & helpmate - - Exactly michie....so often we despise our own youth, because we think everyone else hears Father but us.  Will Father withhold any good thing from you?

at-peace - no

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - no

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - Romans 8:32 He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all, how shall he not with him also freely give us all things?

opentext & helpmate - So then, every time we go to Father, we should expect an all you can eat feast.

<NowFaithIs> no, not at all and one cannot hear Father if they don't know the mystery, if you know the mystery, you hear Father because the flesh is contrary to the Spirit

opentext & helpmate - Exactly.....and one has to be off the milk, to participate at Father's bakery.

<NowFaithIs> I think we often times take for granted how much we do hear Father

opentext & helpmate - So then...to ask for our daily bread, one has to know who they are in Christ.

at-peace - everyone thinks they need milk with their food…well not everyone…most

opentext & helpmate - lol

<NowFaithIs> I like milk with my food!

at-peace - Fathers food

opentext & helpmate - Matthew 6:12

<Chatbot> (Matthew 6:13) -- And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors.  And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever. Amen.

opentext & helpmate - So, if we are following His road map.....will we be led into temptation?

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - nope

<NowFaithIs> no

at-peace - nope

<NowFaithIs> if we *stay* on that road map

at-peace - as long as we keep our eyes and ears open along the road

opentext & helpmate - If you go back and look at the outline for prayer, you will then recognize, that it is for those on the meat of the Word...not the milk.

opentext & helpmate - john 6:27 Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for him hath God the Father sealed.

<NowFaithIs> for thine...thine is mine (Jesus Christ's prayer in John 17)

opentext & helpmate - So this day, today, seek from Father's bakery.

gonfishing, mizpah & dale - a condensed version of what dale just said is, that if we look at the road signs, we can lose our focus of the road

opentext & helpmate - We have to recognize which signs are Father's, and which signs are the creeps.

<NowFaithIs> I think of when our highway speed limit changed from 55 to 65 and the state covered over the 5 and those that didn't know of the change, wondered if it was for *real*
