Bible Study Wednesday 16 October 2002

 

How often does one ask God for counsel, and then run to man for the answers?

 

Psalms 86:11 Teach me thy way, O LORD; I will walk in thy truth: unite my heart to fear thy name. KJV

 

As we have talked about and mentioned before, that one would not take their automobile to a washing machine repairman, to get their engine worked on. Then why would a person turn or look to another created being for counsel or advice, instead of going to the Creator, for counsel and guidance through life?

 

Galatians 1:15-16 But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother's womb, and called me by his grace, 16 To reveal his Son in me, that I might preach him among the heathen; immediately I conferred not with flesh and blood: (KJV)

 

Separated from all of the worldly influences, only then could God unveil to Paul, Christ in him, the hope of glory. It is only as one seeks Father’s guidance, that the fulness of Christ can be revealed to a person.

 

I did not take counsel with men; flesh and blood, any man, a human being, or beings of any kind. Many suppose that the apostle means he did not dally, or take counsel, with the erroneous suggestions and unrenewed propensities of his own heart, or those of others; but no such thing is intended by the text. Paul was satisfied that his call was of God; he had therefore no occasion to consult man. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

He had Christ revealed in him. He was not only revealed to him, but in him. It will but little avail us to have Christ revealed to us if he is not also revealed in us; (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

This may be taken more generally, and so we may learn from it that, when God calls us by his grace, we must not consult flesh and blood. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

The qualification necessary in a minister that reveals Jesus Christ unto his people, namely, that Christ must be revealed to him, and in him. We must learn Christ ourselves, before we pretend to preach him to others. (From William Burkitt Commentary)

 

What haste the apostle made to obey the call and command of God, after he had received it; Immediately I conferred not with flesh and blood. He consulted neither himself nor others, neither his own heart nor the wisest heads, he consulted not his own safety nor carnal interest, but instantly did what he was commanded to do. (From William Burkitt Commentary)
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
