<opentext> Rom 5:1 Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ: 2 By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God. KJV

 

<opentext> Being justified by faith. We hear what is being said, but do not always comprehend the depth of what is being presented.

<opentext> For a moment, think about Abraham, and the fellowship that he developed and maintained with God. Yet, how often does one remain mindful of the fact, that he had no Bible to read?

<chosen> we sometimes forget that  <disciple> don't really think about that at times

<opentext> So then, how did Abraham know what to do?

<disciple> he listened to Father...walked and talked with Him

<helpmate> he heard Father's voice   <chosen> he had to listen intently to God

<opentext> Abraham learned to listen to Father, come to an understanding of what was being said, and then apply it to his life. 

<opentext> Paul had the Old Testament to read and study, but how did he know what to write? How did the early Church make it without a New Testament?

<disciple> paul trained his ear to listen to Father, and delivered that which Father asked...he was obedient to deliver that message to the early church

<chosen> he spoke/wrote the things he heard Father speak

<at-peace> he listened and allowed it to be opened up to him by revelation and shared what he knew with others

<opentext> We are justified by faith; that is, we are put in right standing with God, when we learn to hear and recognize His voice, and the Message of reconciliation He has delivered to us, coming to an understanding of how to apply that Message to our life and walk, and continuing daily to grow in one's relationship with Him.

<opentext> Now, one has to not only hear that which Father speaks, but then one has to also understand that which they are seeing, since the Message is not taught by man, but rather is revealed to us by His Spirit. [without a vision, the people will perish]

<opentext> How often are you patient enough to be sure you hear all of Father's counsel before proceeding, or even opening your mouth?

<opentext> Rom 5:1 THEREFORE, SINCE we are justified ( acquitted, declared righteous, and given a right standing with God) through faith, let us [grasp the fact that we] have [the peace of reconciliation to hold and to enjoy] peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ (the Messiah, the Anointed one). AMP

 

<opentext> Let us...grasp the fact. Hear that which Father is saying. Fellowship with Father so that one has a clear and concise understanding of that which Father is wanting to reveal to you. Then, allowing that to become an actual way of life and living.

<opentext> Yet, is this always the way we grasp what Father is speaking to us and with us? Or, does one cut Him off in mid thought?

<disciple> sometimes speak when i should be listening

<helpmate> sometimes we are not patient enough and wait for all that He has to say...we get over anxious because we think that now we have the answer and we only have part of it

<opentext> So then, sometimes one will only listen at the door, rather then entering all of the way into the presence and throne of God?

<helpmate> yikes   <chosen> yes  <disciple> yes

<opentext> Or as Steph may describe, as peeking through the keyhole, and thus only having a limited view or vision. 

 

<opentext> Rom 5:2 Through Him also we have [our] access (entrance, introduction) by faith into this grace (state of God's favor) in which we [firmly and safely] stand. And let us rejoice and exult in our hope of experiencing and enjoying the glory of God. AMP

 

<opentext> Through Him and the Message delivered to us, "if" we hear and comprehend, then one understands the access granted to us by this Message.

<opentext> Entering into His presence, comprehending His Message, so that one can then rest in that which has been accomplished in and on each believers behalf.

 

<opentext> Rom 5:2 By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God.  KJV

 

<opentext> Now, also notice here that Paul uses the word "stand". Unless one understands their rights and authority as an active participant of His divine nature, how can they have any confidence to go boldly before Him?

<disciple> they cannot   <helpmate> they can not  <chosen> can't

<opentext> There is no good thing that He will withhold from us, but does one always believe that? Does one really believe that He will provide every bit of spiritual nourishment that one has need of this day?

<disciple> i know He does, yet sometimes, i act like He can't

<at-peace> not always... sometimes thinking sets in that when i think i have blown it already that, that’s it for the day

<helpmate> Matt 6:8Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him. (KJV)

  <opentext> Unless one understands their rights and authority as an active participant of His divine nature, how can they rejoice with Him? [for the joy of the Lord should be our strength]

  <disciple> they cannot   <helpmate> they can't

  <opentext> Today, will you be confident of the work that He has begun within you, and the right attitude to allow Him to bring this work to completion in you by and through Christ Jesus?
