Deuteronomy 11:27-28 A blessing, if ye obey the commandments of the LORD your God, which I command you this day: 28 And a curse, if ye will not obey the commandments of the LORD your God, but turn aside out of the way which I command you this day, to go after other gods, which ye have not known. Definition for obey: 8085 shama` (shaw-mah'); a primitive root; to hear intelligently (often with implication of attention, obedience, etc.; causatively, to tell, etc.):

Now, to hear intelligently, means that one would give full attention to what is being said, being attentive to hear all of the instructions given, and carry out all that was asked of them to the most minute detail. 

 

Now, when you hear God’s Word, is this the way that you always respond, sometimes respond, or never respond? After all, faith is by hearing the message delivered by and through Christ Jesus, and then allowing that Word to become a way of life.
