<at-peace> Father we thank you for this day and your great love in which you love us and continue to provide for all that we have need of to grow in your wisdom and knowledge that everywhere and in all things you would be glorified through Christ Jesus our Lord.

<opentext> Rom 12: 12 Rejoicing in hope; patient in tribulation; continuing instant in prayer; KJV

<opentext> Rejoicing in hope, that is that one has a calm expectancy. Why a calm expectancy? 

<at-peace> having the peace of God ruling and reigning in our heart knowing that that which we ask according to His will, will be supplied and fulfilled

<disciple> being anxious for nothing, we know that He is able and willing to give us the desires of our heart, which are in line with His Word, as we seek to please Him in all things

<at-peace> and knowing that we have been delivered from this present evil world and are in our Father's grace

<opentext> Also think about this; how often when one gets overly excited or just plain hyper, how easy is it to remain calm, and expect the results that should be there?

<disciple> it can be difficult if we are looking ahead and seeing results with our own understanding, rather than waiting patiently for the results to manifest as Father sees best

<at-peace> one should always calmly expect the best.. it is learning to keep our flesh in subjection and not allowing it to run amuck on us

<opentext> God said, i believe it, and that should settle the matter within our heart, this would be a calm expectancy. And the peace of God which passes all understanding will keep your heart and mind in and through Christ Jesus.

<opentext> Patient in tribulation; constant or consistent when under duress or attack. That is that one would continue in the Word of truth, regardless of the external circumstances. Have you ever heard Father clearly give you a scripture for the given situation, but then when results do not happen in your timetable, that you begin to search for a different solution?

<disciple> yes, believing that i was not hearing the scripture or applying the scripture in the correct way

<chosen> when we're not really wanting His answer unless it agrees with our own agenda

<opentext> In the world we will have tribulation, but we are to be of good cheer, because He overcame the world for us, to set and show the example that we should follow. This is what our Forerunner did for us. 

<opentext> His path is the way, set and established by the truth of God's Word, that if one will calmly and expectantly cling to and follow, will lead on to and into eternal life with Him.

<opentext> When facing an adverse situation, have you ever noticed how much easier it is to get through it, when one remains calm in nature, and their thoughts properly collected and applied?

<chosen> yes   <at-peace> yes, in everything giving thanks  <disciple> yes

<opentext> So then why does one forget this so often when in the midst of the battle?

<chosen> because they are looking at the battle rather than looking at the victory that is already theirs through Christ

[05:20] <disciple> we allow the lower nature to rule, fearing the roaring lion, not remembering, it only roars and can't bite, if we walk in the Spirit

<at-peace> most times because we have allowed ourselves to get entangled instead of remaining calm in faith 

<opentext> Just as when a soldier goes through basic training, they work in and on the basics and team work, until it becomes an automatic reaction. Thus when in the midst of adversity, they are able to remain much more calm, with properly collected thoughts, and thus have a much easier time defeating the enemy.

<opentext> How often in your walk, have you wanted God to move on, because you thought that you had covered that area enough?

<chosen> plenty of times

<disciple> yes, have arrogantly thought that, and then He has opened up scriptures i thought i knew very well...and it seems completely new

<opentext> Most recruits when going through the basic training, never comprehend the meaning of why they go through such repetitive training. Just as the believer often does not understand why God will keep going over a certain area in our life so many times. So that we are able to repel the attack that is going to happen in that area of one's life. And when one gets agitated with God's training method, does there then remain a calm expectancy there?

<disciple> nope   <chosen> no

<opentext> So we can then look at the last part of this verse, that we should be in continual prayer, or in other words, constant communications with Father, our commander in Chief. Why is this communications so essential?

<disciple> so we can walk by faith, not by sight...hearing and seeing all that He has for us, and knowing He will only do and/or say what is best for us

<at-peace> being instructed by God through Christ is our strength to remain calm and expectant knowing that in Him we can overcome and do all things pleasing in His sight

<opentext> As Paul tells us, now thanks be unto God who always causes us to triumph in Christ; in Christ we are more then conquerors; that we are supposed to be risen with Christ. When one fails to hear this, and focuses in and on the external circumstances [that is walking in the lower nature] will they then remember to hold God to be true?

<disciple> no    <at-peace> if one is not confident there is doubt

<opentext> So today, you are able to stay calmly expectant, regardless of what the external circumstances may attempt to dictate to you, if you stay in constant communications with the Father, so that you are able to hear and receive the proper instructions to get through this day.
