<greg> Father we thank you for this day, for knowing the truth, and walking in the liberty afforded us by the message delivered by your Son, to set us free from every wind of doctrine, to stay on the course set for us, a narrow and strait path walked by our forerunner and mediator Jesus Christ our Lord

 

<opentext> Rom 13:5 Therefore one must be subject, not only to avoid God's wrath and escape punishment, but also as a matter of principle and for the sake of conscience. AMP

 

<opentext> If one remains within the boundaries of the law of faith, then they will be within all of the boundaries of the laws of the land. Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law(Gal 3:13), yet how often is it that people place themselves back under the law?

<disciple> most do, wanting rules they can follow, walking by sight rather than exercising their faith

<greg> although the Lord himself said it is finished, many think they need to help out and accomplish more

<at-peace> when one forgets the first principles of the oracles of God and allows themselves to get entangled in the traditions and doctrines of man (Heb 5:12-14)
<opentext> I can do all things [complying with those things that are pleasing to the Father in walking by faith] through Christ who strengthens me(Phil 4:13).

<opentext> As was mentioned in the prayer today, one has to make the decision to follow the path that the forerunner, Jesus Christ, set for us to follow after(Heb 6:17-20). Thus why He said, to come and follow Him(Matt 19:21, Matt 13:45-46). Yet, as Charlene mentioned, all too often people get up in following other people, rather then the forerunner. They are so busy looking at the do not’s that people talk about, placing themselves back under the law, because they fail to see the active participation in and of the divine nature of Christ. (Gal 3:1-5, Gal 5:6-9)
<opentext> If one gets caught up in trying to follow the laws of the land, will they then be able to properly navigate the strait and narrow path?

<disciple> nope, because that is only done by faith...in the spirit, not in the flesh

<opentext> As we talked about yesterday, that those which are operating in the lower nature, are not able to please God(Rom 8:8). Thus why Paul say that without faith it is impossible to please Him(Heb 11:6). Treasuring the Word of God within the heart, so that one will not want to transgress against Him(Psa 119:11). If one sets their whole [purpose and being with pleasing Father, then they will remain on that strait and narrow path.

 

<opentext> 1 Tim 1:9-10, 9 Knowing and understanding this: that the Law is not enacted for the righteous (the upright and just, who are in right standing with God), but for the lawless and unruly, for the ungodly and sinful, for the irreverent and profane, for those who strike and beat and [even] murder fathers and strike and beat and [even] murder mothers, for manslayers, 10[For] impure and immoral persons, those who abuse themselves with men, kidnapers, liars, perjurers--and whatever else is opposed to wholesome teaching and sound doctrine  AMP

<opentext> How often is one able to keep this in mind, that the law is for those that are not abiding in His righteousness?

<greg> the laws of this land keep somewhat an order of things, otherwise it would be total chaos, and that is why we should pray for those that enforce them, that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life without distractions

<opentext> As the Lord told us, that if one will love the Lord with all of their heart, soul and strength, and love their neighbor as themselves, then in this they are able to fulfil all of the law(Luke 10:27).

<opentext> Gal 3:11-12, 11 Now it is evident that no person is justified (declared righteous and brought into right standing with God) through the Law, for the Scripture says, The man in right standing with God [the just, the righteous] shall live by and out of faith and he who through and by faith is declared righteous and in right standing with God shall live. 12 But the Law does not rest on faith [does not require faith, has nothing to do with faith], for it itself says, He who does them [the things prescribed by the Law] shall live by them [not by faith].  AMP

 

<opentext> Without faith, it is impossible to please Him. It is by grace through faith that one is saved, delivered, healed, made whole. It is not by works of the lower nature, that any man outside of God's righteousness may try to boast on(Eph 2:8-9). As Paul said earlier in Romans, that we, the believers are governed by the law of faith; that is that our life is governed and guided by the Holy Spirit who leads us and guides us into all truth within the Message once delivered to us by and through Christ Jesus.

<opentext> So we can see why Paul tells us not to get caught up in the external circumstances(Phil 4:11), but rather the remain seated in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus, so one remains in the proper realm(Phil 4:12-13, Eph 2:6). Yet, how often is it that believers sometimes think that they have to defend their life and walk to the people that are around them who are outside of Father's family?

<disciple> we don't have to defend our life and/or walk to anybody...it's our salvation to work out with Father

<greg> only when they are not totally sure themselves, and are still trying to convince themselves with other peoples reactions

<at-peace> those who are not confident in their relationship with God

<opentext> Ah, thus why we can see why Paul said that one has to be, and remain confident in the work that Father has begun within us, and that trust to allow Him to bring that work to completion(Phil 1:6).

<opentext> Walking by faith this day, and not by those things which the external circumstances tries to get one to focus on(2Cor 5:7).  Loving God with your whole being this day, and showing that same love to thy neighbor so that you will remain in full compliance with the law of faith.

I Jn 5:3 For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous. (KJV)
Prov 16:3 Commit thy works unto the LORD, and thy thoughts shall be established. (KJV)


