2 Timothy 2:15 Earnestly seek to commend yourself to God as a servant who, because of his straightforward dealing with the word of truth, has no reason to feel any shame. (Weymouth's New Testament)
 

One will say that they are doing all to please God, yet is that what is truly manifest in their life? How often does one’s words or actions aim to please the people, rather than God?

 

Paul the apostle said that the more that he loved the people, the less in fact that that love was reciprocated. Can you tell me why the people were this way? Do you really think that it has changed since then?

 

2 Corinthians 12:15 And I will very gladly spend and be spent for you; though the more abundantly I love you, the less I be loved. (KJV)

 

[Though the more abundantly I love you] I will even act toward you with the most affectionate tenderness, though it happen to me, as it often does to loving fathers, that their disobedient children love them less, in proportion as their love to them is increased. Does it not frequently happen that the most disobedient child in the family is that one on which the parents' tenderness is more especially placed? (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
