Bible Study Tuesday 1 October 2002

What if today, you make the effort to allow His light and love to shine from you?

 

Romans 5:5 And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us. KJV

 

How often is it, that you want God to do everything that is necessary for your salvation? Does one forget that God so loved the world that He gave? 

Note, that Paul says above in the verse in Romans, that the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost, which is given to us. God has already done everything that is essential for you to walk in the reconciliation which He has made available to you, as to all mankind as well. 

 

Adam Clarke has some interesting comments on Romans 5:5, let us take a look at some of them:

 

We have the most solid and convincing testimony of God's love to us, by that measure of it which he has communicated to our hearts. There, it is poured out, and diffused abroad; filling, quickening, and invigorating all our powers and faculties. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

As we should recall talking about yesterday, that we, the individual, should present all of our faculties to God, as that living sacrifice. It is as we do that, that then God is able to shed His love abroad in our heart, permeating all of our being. Let us not forget though, that it can only permeate that which we present to Father.

 

This love is the spring of all our actions; it is the motive of our obedience; the principle through which we love God, we love him because he first loved us; and we love him with a love worthy of himself, because it springs from him: it is his own; and every flame that rises from this pure and vigorous fire must be pleasing in his sight: it consumes what is unholy; refines every passion and appetite; sublimes the whole, and assimilates all to itself. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

As we talked about last week, that we love Him, because we are now able to recognize how great His love for us was, while we were yet sinners. Now it is our place to learn to reciprocate that love to Father. This we can only do by His assistance; that is by and through Christ, that gift which is freely given to us.

 

And we know that this is the love of God; it differs widely from all that is earthly and sensual. The Holy Spirit comes with it; by His energy it is diffused and pervades every part; and by His light we discover what it is, and know the state of grace in which we stand. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

As we will see in some up-coming studies, that the Holy Spirit is the guidance system, which is able to lead us and guide us into all truth. And we all should know that His Word is truth, that same Word which is forever settled in heaven.

 

Thus, we are furnished to every good word and work; have produced in us the mind that was in Christ; are enabled to obey the pure law of our God in its spiritual sense, by loving Him with all our heart, soul, mind, and strength; and our neighbour, any and every soul of man, as ourselves. This is, or ought to be, the common experience of every genuine believer. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
