<opentext> When the mind is not kept renewed with the Word, one is quick to then revert to the old way of thinking. The ways of the flesh rise up. And this happens much easier then one thinks, when they neglect their spirit man, by neglecting His Word.

<opentext> Man does not live by bread alone (Rather by every Word that proceeds forth out of the mouth of God)....yet how often are we just as the children of Israel, and more concerned about the physical things, and ignore our spirit?

<opentext> Father is the source of the spiritual and physical food, and yet we try to judge Father's faithfulness by what we can see, because one forgets to see and walk in the Spirit, and thus reverts to the flesh just as the Children of Israel did, and as Paul tells us that the Galatians did.

<opentext> 1 Cor 10:4-5 4 And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ. 5 But with many of them God was not well pleased: for they were overthrown in the wilderness. (KJV)

<opentext> Often times, we forget (or neglect) who we are in Christ. We become more concerned about yesterday and tomorrow, and totally lose focus on now faith.

<opentext> Any time one leaves or strays from that strait and narrow path, they have entered the wilderness. The same problems and fates that befell the children of Israel, await those that are foolish enough to enter it.

<opentext> To enter the wilderness, one has to forget or neglect who they are in Christ. They have to put more confidence in the flesh, then they do in His Spirit. A very precarious place to be.

<opentext> Yet, any time we lean to our own understanding, this is exactly what one is doing. And we all should remember what rebellion is. And, how foolish is it, for one to think they can rebel and overthrow God from His throne?

<opentext> Just as the children of Israel entered into idolatry when they forgot their source; the same is true for each of us. When we place anyone or anything in our life ahead of God, and neglect the gift of Christ, one will fall. They will be overthrown.

<opentext> When we are listening to God, and hearing His council, this all sounds extremely foolish. Yet, when in the flesh, one is not hearing clearly, and the choices do not appear quite as plain. This is why the devil wants us to neglect the Word. To follow the traditions and doctrines of man. To follow the blind leaders.

<opentext> And this one will often do, when the Word is no longer first place in one's life.

<opentext> We each know how refreshing and sustaining the Word of God is for our life. Yet, why will one turn away from it so quickly? How can one neglect such a precious gift?

<opentext> Heb 2:3-4 3 How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation; which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed unto us by them that heard him; 4 God also bearing them witness, both with signs and wonders, and with divers miracles, and gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to his own will?  (KJV)
