The loaf of bread which we break, does it not mean a joint-participation in the body of Christ? 17 Since there is one loaf, we who are many are one body; we, all of us, share in that one loaf. (Weymouth)

<opentext> Seldom, when we hear the word "communion" does one think of it in terms of join participation.

<opentext> Most often one thinks of the word by the standards that man has taught them by the traditions and doctrines which they had learned.

<opentext> Your joint participation with Christ, and....the members of His body.

<opentext> Do you always like all of the members that God has within His body?

<opentext> When one is not focused in and on the Word, and who it is that is the Savior, then one can get caught up in personal differences. These differences can cause friction or division within the body. Is this what His love and sacrifice was about?

<opentext> Rom 7:23-25 23 But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members. 24 O wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me from the body of this death? 25 I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then with the mind I myself serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin. (KJV)

<opentext> An unrenewed mind, is where the troubles begin. We can study the Word. We can quote the Word. However, it is hearing the Word, and allowing His Word to become a way of life that is going to bring about the change within us.

<opentext> Many times there is a war going on within our mind. The flesh and the Spirit warring one against the other, to see who is going to be in control.

<opentext> The Spirit of God, when in control, will cause one to think and act as follows:

<opentext> Phil 4:8-9 8 Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things. 9 Those things, which ye have both learned, and received, and heard, and seen in me, do: and the God of peace shall be with you. (KJV)

<opentext> One must think on the truth of His Word. Not the myths and contradictions of the Word, but the truth as put forth by the Father, and opened up to the individual by His Spirit.

<opentext> One must then be honest, not only with those around them, but with themselves as well. One must remember that they cannot hide anything from God; as He will always see the thoughts and intents of the heart.

<opentext> Being just. With the same measure that we give out to others, all others; this is the same standard that God will use to judge us. Some things seem a bit short or lacking in your life? Maybe it is because of the way you have been dealing with others.

<opentext> That is, dealing with those that are within the body of Christ. That is those that Christ died for, that they also might have joint participation within His body.

<opentext> Operating within those things that are pure. His Word is truth. His Word is pure. If one will hear His word, allow it into their life, and allow it to be their lamp and guide, then they will be able navigate and negotiate that strait and narrow path. 

<opentext> whatever thing are lovely. That is those things that are acceptable unto the Lord. One is to present themselves to God, a living sacrifice, wholly and acceptable unto God. 

<opentext> How often is it that we only present part of ourselves to God, and then wonder why things continue to go amiss?

<chosen> whenever i havent kept all of my flesh in subjection

<rhoumai> it happens when we lose focus of the prize...trying to help Father

<his> when i fail to renew my mind immediately i start the day

<opentext> Those things of a good report...being that example of the believer, that in "nothing", the ministry of Christ may be blamed. How often is it that we do things that we can get by with? If it does not bring glory to Father through Jesus Christ, should we be doing it?

<opentext> If there be any virtue, if there be any praise, think on, or in other words, these are the things that we should be taking inventory on. Yet, how often is it, that the inventory list of our mind is contrary to this?

<opentext> What if God only thought of all of the irritating things that you did against Him?

<h-k> ouch!! <rhoumai> ouch!

<diligently> oh my..we do thank Him for His gift of forgiveness.

<his> whenever i look at he circumstances.....ouch...that is why He forget for His own sake

<opentext> Is this the same love and forgiveness which we operate with, within the body of Christ? If no, why not?

<rhoumai> it should be...and when it's not, it's because we are thinking more highly of ourselves than we ought

<chosen> not when we look down on other people, because we have then elevated ourselves above them, pride gets in

<his> we listen to the wrong voice reminding us past wrongs..own and others faults

<joyful> should be, and at times one lets pride get in

<diligently> needs to be.

<opentext> We are supposed to be partakers of His divine nature. If this is so, then we should be operating as He did operate. He set the path and example that we too can follow, IF, we hear and obey the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ. Allowing it to become a real and actual way of life.

<opentext> There are no short cuts, no magic formulas. One has to study the Word, seeking Father's approval, rightly dividing the Word of truth. Hearing Father's explanation of it, and then applying that to our life.

<opentext> 1 Cor 10:18-21 18 Behold Israel after the flesh: are not they which eat of the sacrifices partakers of the altar? 19 What say I then? that the idol is any thing, or that which is offered in sacrifice to idols is any thing? 20 But I say, that the things which the Gentiles sacrifice, they sacrifice to devils, and not to God: and I would not that ye should have fellowship with devils. 21 Ye cannot drink the cup of the Lord, and the cup of devils: ye cannot be partakers of the Lord's table, and of the table of devils. (KJV)

<opentext> How can two walk together, unless they are in agreement? Every choice, every decision has life or death implications. To be a joint participant with Christ means just that; allowing His Word, to be first and foremost in one's mind. There is never any room for compromise. Each moment of each day, one has to make the decision to walk with Him, or take armament against Him. There is no middle ground. Only you can control and make the decisions you face today.
