<opentext> 1 Cor 10:27-30 27 If any of them that believe not bid you to a feast, and ye be disposed to go; whatsoever is set before you, eat, asking no question for conscience sake. 28 But if any man say unto you, This is offered in sacrifice unto idols, eat not for his sake that shewed it, and for conscience sake: for the earth is the Lord's, and the fulness thereof: 29 Conscience, I say, not thine own, but of the other: for why is my liberty judged of another man's conscience? 30 For if I by grace be a partaker, why am I evil spoken of for that for which I give thanks? (KJV)

<opentext> One thing one needs to keep in mind as we go through the book of Corinthians, is that the people of Corinth were a very carnal people. 

<opentext> If they had been more concerned about their spirituality, would they have found themselves in as many compromising situations as they did?

<opentext> It is usually when we have not taken the time to pray and seek God in the first place, that one will find themselves in the midst of an uncomfortable situation.

<opentext> Earlier, Paul had told them not to place themselves and their Christian walk in perilous situations. The other thing we have to keep in mind, is that this first epistle was written to answer questions that were presented to Paul in a letter, and so much of this first epistle is in answer to specific problems that were prominent there.

<opentext> If one takes the time to seek Father's will (Gal 1:3-4) before they would do anything, they would not find themselves in the midst of such situations.

<opentext> Most often when one finds themselves in these situations, it is because they have followed someone else's example. How many times have you done that, and then find yourself in a position that challenges your faith?

<chosen> a few too many times in the past

<diligently> when i had went on my own understanding ..and did not go to Father and His..and ask of Him first.

<rhoumai> have been in that position

<his> many earlier in walk, still now when lose focus

<joyful> learning not to look/listen to others

<opentext> Jesus Christ never compromised the Word, and yet had people follow Him. (Even though not all followed Him for the right reasons) This is why it is imperative, that we set the example of the believers. This we should do at all times, not just after we have got one self in the midst of a difficult situation.

<opentext> One also has to have confidence of their relationship with God. How often is it that you have total confidence in all that you do?

<opentext> Could this be why Paul said that we should pray without ceasing? If one stays in constant communications with God, then they will have the confidence in that which they hear. For His sheep hear His voice, and the voice of another they will not follow.

<opentext> That is why David wrote, that the Lord is his Shepherd, and he had no wants when following Him. The lord leads us to where there is no danger or fear. (If we are abiding in Him)

<opentext> Thus why Paul says that He is a partaker by grace. For by grace (God's unmerited favor for mankind) are you saved through faith (hearing the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ: and then allowing it to become an actual way of life for you)

<opentext> When one keeps their relationship with God first, then they will not be looking for reason to justify themselves as the people of Corinth were doing.

<opentext> 1 Cor 10:31-33 31 Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do all to the glory of God. 32 Give none offence, neither to the Jews, nor to the Gentiles, nor to the church of God: 33 Even as I please all men in all things, not seeking mine own profit, but the profit of many, that they may be saved. (KJV)

<opentext> be careful or worrisome about nothing, but in everything by prayer (talking with Father) with supplication (seeking that which you have need of this day) with thanksgiving (for one should know that He hears and answers immediately if we believe)

<opentext> let your requests be put before the throne of grace, then it will be His peace that will keep the heart and mind in Christ Jesus.

<opentext> It is when one does not follow the instructions within the instruction manual (the Bible) that they will find themselves in compromising positions or situations as the Corinthians did.

<opentext> All too often, when we follow a person, we usually imitate all that they do, rather then taking the time to rightly divide the Word of truth.

<opentext> Paul is very specific to tell the people to only imitate of him, that which is according to the Word of God, that example Christ set through Jesus of Nazareth.

<opentext> If one will always be as the Bereans, and study the scriptures seeking only Father's approval, by rightly dividing the Word of truth, then, one will never have reason to be ashamed when they stand before Him.
