<chosen> We thank you Father for this time that you have blessed us with, and for your Word that is ready for us to hear and receive as we seek you this day. <opentext> 1 Cor 10:3-5 3 And did all eat the same spiritual meat; 4 And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ. 5 But with many of them God was not well pleased: for they were overthrown in the wilderness. (KJV)

<opentext> If we all eat and drink from the same Source, then why so much contention at times?

<his> we allow flesh to get in way

<diligently> the devil seeks to steal, kill, and destroy

<rhoumai> we want certain things instead of accepting what Father knows we have need of

<chosen> the flesh rising up, and choking the Word within us

<h-d-g> we do not hear what is being said

<opentext> Jesus Christ told us plainly, that His meat was to do the will of Him that sent Him. One can only be in obedience, when they are doing that which pleases Him that sent them.

<opentext> Even though all the children of Israel ate and drank from the same place, not all made it to the promised land.

<opentext> Note verse 5, that with many, God was not pleased.

<opentext> Those that are in the flesh, cannot please God. Without faith, (without living and operating in His Word, the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ), it is impossible to please Him.

<opentext> How often is it, that we hear that which Father says, and then yet do things the way we think that they should be?

<chosen> sometimes try things my own way, but every time it will fail

<rhoumai> we tend to do that when we look more at the physical than the spiritual

<diligently> yes, there has been times. 

<diligently> when i move too fast, in my ways

<his> when Word is not first. when pleasing Him is not first thought...too often

<opentext> Luke 6:46 46 And why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say? (KJV)

<opentext> We all call Him Lord, and yet, all too often, we look for our own interpretation. One does not take the time to hear Father all of the way through.

<opentext> 2 Pet 1:20-21 20 Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation. 21 For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost. (KJV)

<opentext> One is not to be moved by goose-bumps, or chills that run up and down the spine. God is a Spirit, and those that fellowship with Him, must do so in Spirit (Rom 8:9) and in truth; His Word is truth.

<opentext> Yet, how often does one want to base their answers or relationship with God, on physical things?

<diligently> in past that was all i knew ,was the physical.

<chosen> when looking thru the veil of the flesh, not thru the Spirit

<his> when not content with spiritual food and clothing

<opentext> 1 Cor 10:3-4 3 And did all eat the same spiritual meat; 4 And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ. (KJV)

<opentext> note, that they all ate of the spiritual, and yet only a few benefited from it. Why is this?

<chosen> hear and obey.... not enough to just hear, we have to receive His Word and act on it, obey

<diligently> looking through the veil of the flesh.

<his> not all fully received what they were given

<opentext> 1 Cor 10:5-6 5 But with many of them God was not well pleased: for they were overthrown in the wilderness. 6 Now these things were our examples, to the intent we should not lust after evil things, as they also lusted. (KJV)

<at-peace> few allowed it to be the substance of their life, in hearing and obeying

<opentext> God asked of them, not to have strange god's before them. Yet, as soon as God's spokesman left for a few days, what did the people do? They began in the Spirit, and then thought they could be made perfect by reverting to the flesh.

<opentext> The lusts, the desires, the cravings of the physical man overpowered the Word, because they did not continue in it. They associated with those that were not like-minded. And we should all know by now, that evil communications, corrupts good morals or manners.

<opentext> 1 Tim 5:22 22 Lay hands suddenly on no man, neither be partaker of other men's sins: keep thyself pure. (KJV)

<opentext> Being swift to hear, take the time to hear and meditate on the instructions that Father gives. Be slow to respond, until you have heard Father all of the way through, until you have the peace of God that passes all of your physical understanding; and it settles the heart, which will them keep the mind out of the way.

<opentext> It is also interesting to note, that they were overthrown in the wilderness. They did not follow Father directions, so they were still wandering in a desolate place. 

<opentext> Amos 8:11-12 11 Behold, the days come, saith the Lord GOD, that I will send a famine in the land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words of the LORD: 12 And they shall wander from sea to sea, and from the north even to the east, they shall run to and fro to seek the word of the LORD, and shall not find it. (KJV)
