Bible Study Monday 28 May, 2001

<at-peace> Father we thank you for this day and this time of fellowship to share your bread of life that you have prepared for us this day that will enable us to remain faithful and obedient in all that you ask of us this day will all the praise and glory unto you Father through Christ Jesus our Lord.

<opentext> 1 Cor 11:26For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till he come. 27Wherefore whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord.28But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. 29For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord's body. 30For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, and many sleep. (KJV)

<opentext> One often forgets, that it is by our words that we are justified, or by our words that we will be condemned. A matter of whether or not one is in agreement with the Lord, or against Him and His Word.

<opentext> Matt 7:21Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. 22Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? 23And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.  (KJV)

<opentext> One has to balance out the scriptures, so that they agree. Many will say that they are His; yet, the fact is, that if they do not have that intimate relationship with Him, that fellowship, or communion, how can He recognize them as one of His?

<opentext> He that is not with Him, is against Him. He did only those things He saw the Father do, and spoke only those things which He heard Father speak. That is the intimate fellowship or communion that we too should be seeking with Father. For those that worship Him, must do so in Spirit, and in truth, His Word is truth.

<opentext> Luke 6:46And why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say? 47Whosoever cometh to me, and heareth my sayings, and doeth them, I will shew you to whom he is like: 48He is like a man which built an house, and digged deep, and laid the foundation on a rock: and when the flood arose, the stream beat vehemently upon that house, and could not shake it: for it was founded upon a rock. 49But he that heareth, and doeth not, is like a man that without a foundation built an house upon the earth; against which the stream did beat vehemently, and immediately it fell; and the ruin of that house was great. (KJV)

<opentext> It is upon the Rock, the revelation of Christ the Son of the living God, that our relationship with the Father is based in and upon. The more one is able to see of who they are in Christ (that new creation) the more the hope of glory within you is able to shine forth. This is what makes one a disciple of His. By accepting His Word, and then continuing in it.

<opentext> This is why we are to be followers or imitators of Christ. Learning to always do those things which please the Father.

<opentext> It is when we fail to please the Father (hearing and then obeying that which He asks of us by His Word) that the fellowship or communion with Him becomes strained.

<opentext> One often forgets, that those who follow Him, their names are written in the book of life. The words that He speaks to us, are indeed Spirit, and they are life.

<opentext> It is not enough to just hear the Word, but one must assimilate or absorb it into their being, so that it becomes a part of them. A part of their very existence.

<opentext> One must be a doer (one who lives the Word) and not a hearer only. That is one that can repeat the message, but not able to live the message.

<opentext> And what is that message? Faith, hearing the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ, and allowing that Word to become a way of life. 

<opentext> Jesus of Nazareth is the way, established by Christ, the truth of God's Word, that is able to lead one to eternal life, if they heard and obey.

<opentext> 1 Cor 11:31For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged. 32But when we are judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that we should not be condemned with the world.  (KJV)

<opentext> Working out or own salvation, with reverence and respect to and for God. When Father does correct us, He corrects us by His Word. For those that are in Christ Jesus, there is NO condemnation.

<opentext> 2 Tim 3:16All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 17That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished unto all good works.  (KJV)

<opentext> Father chastens and rebukes, those whom He loves. He does this by His Word. What is the results of not hearing and obeying His Word?

<opentext> So then, many are weak and sickly, because they have not listened to the Word of God?

<opentext> 1 Cor 11:33Wherefore, my brethren, when ye come together to eat, tarry one for another.

34And if any man hunger, let him eat at home; that ye come not together unto condemnation. And the rest will I set in order when I come.  (KJV)

<opentext> So then, our purpose when we come together, is that we would gather to hear the Word of God. To partake of that bread that was sent from heaven, that it may produce life within us. For this very purpose, was the Son of God manifest, that we might have life.

<opentext> Now, i find it quite interesting, that Paul immediately, goes into the nest verse....and tells them that he would not have them ignorant of spiritual things.

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:1Now concerning spiritual (gifts, this word is not in any of the Greek texts, but has been added by man), brethren, I would not have you ignorant. (KJV)

<opentext> so this verse should read properly....Now concerning the spiritual, brethren, i would not have you ignorant.

<opentext> Now why would Paul say this, unless he had just addressed them on carnal things, and now wants to get them refocused in and on the truth?

<opentext> Isn't it the truth that sets one free, and will keep them free, "IF" they will continue in it?

<opentext> Traditions, man-made doctrines, and rituals will not do it. It is the truth (His Word is truth) that is able to set us free, and keep us in that liberty, as we abide in Christ.

<opentext> Without faith (the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ) it is impossible to please Him. So then, in order to be pleasing to Him, one must hear and obey His Word (the words that He speaks are indeed Spirit and they are life).

<opentext> Isn't it when one listens to man, instead of God, that they find themselves in trouble?

<opentext> Thus, why the Word tells us, that if one will walk in the Spirit, then they will not seek to please the lusts or desires of the flesh. Thos that worship, fellowship, communion with the Father, must do so in Spirit and in truth (His Word is truth), for this is the fellowship or communion that the Father seeks.

<opentext> Thus why we see that Paul tells them that he does not want them to be ignorant of the spiritual relationship one is "supposed" to have with Father.

<opentext> Those that are in the flesh, "cannot" please God. Therefore, we should begin to see the importance of operating in the Spirit at all times, not just when it seems convenient. Today, who or what will you listen to?
