<opentext> 1 Cor 12:10 To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues:  (KJV)

<opentext> Prophecy: any inspired utterance of truths divinely revealed. If one becomes a partaker of His divine nature, Christ, then Father is able to reveal the hidden things to us.

<opentext> One often misses, that it says partakers of His divine nature. That Christ would dwell in our hearts, by faith.

<opentext> If Christ is going to dwell there, then all of His attributes will be there as well.

<opentext> Discerning of spirits: judicial estimation; to distinguish, or discern or recognize with the mind of the eye. Maturity in the Word.

<opentext> 1 Cor 3:1 And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto carnal, even as unto babes in Christ. 2 I have fed you with milk, and not with meat: for hitherto ye were not

 able to bear it, neither yet now are ye able. 3 For ye are yet carnal: for whereas there is among you envying, and strife, and divisions, are ye not carnal, and walk as men?
 (KJV)

<opentext> If one is a babe in Christ, they are still on the milk of the Word. They do not yet have the ability to render judicial estimation in a situation, because they have not allowed the attributes of Christ to shine forth from them.

<opentext> Rather, the traits of the flesh will be dominant...envy, division and strife.

<opentext> Heb 5:14 But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.
  (KJV)

<opentext> the meat, the hidden things, can only be revealed by His Spirit. It is these Christians that will have their spiritual senses sharpened, so as to be able to discern between good and evil, as they have learned to rightly divide the Word of truth, seeking Father's approval, and not man's.
