<chosen> Father we come before your throne of grace, with thanks for all that you have ready for us to hear and learn, knowing that you already know and have provided what we have need of at this time,.... help us to live that which we hear, by Christ's strength, so that we may be pleasing in your sight...we thank you for these things in Christ Jesus our Lord and Saviour

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:50Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption. 51Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed, 52In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.  (KJV)

opentext> Flesh and blood, cannot inherit the kingdom of God. One must be born again to see or enter the kingdom of God.

<opentext> God is a Spirit, and those that worship Him, must do so in Spirit and in truth.

<opentext> 2 Cor 5:1For we know that if our earthly house of this tabernacle were dissolved, we have a building of God, an house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens. 2For in this we groan, earnestly desiring to be clothed upon with our house which is from heaven: 3If so be that being clothed we shall not be found naked.  (KJV)

<opentext> And thus why Jesus Christ told us plainly, that He went and prepared a place for us, and that He would come again to receive us unto Himself.

<opentext> John 14:2In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. 3And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. 4And whither I go ye know, and the way ye know. (KJV)

<opentext> And we know the way, because of the example that Jesus Christ set for us, established by the truth of God's Word.

<opentext> That strait and narrow path, that few find.

<opentext> Why is it, that the strait and narrow path is so hard to find?

<d-g> because few are willing to set their own life aside to find it

<diligently> it is to hard for most...they have to become a doer of Fathers word and not only hearer..

<chosen> we are to diligently seek it with our whole heart to find it

<his> because the devil has out so many detractions out there, including things that "seem" to lead the right way

<opentext> we must decrease, that He might increase.  Putting God and His kingdom first in our lives.

<opentext> Yet, how often does one place Father's values ahead of our own?

<chosen> probably not enough

<diligently> all the time our spirit does...but flesh is weak at times...and has hard times.

<opentext> One must realize that our life here is temporary. To know that we will be resurrected in like manner as Jesus Christ was.

<his> one needs to make that  choice  every moment, which is sometimes a struggle

<opentext> Always a matter of one continuing in the faith, grounded and settled in the Word of God. Following the pattern or example that Jesus Christ set for us to follow, and knowing that which He promised, He will bring to pass, if one remains faithful.

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:53For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality. 54So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory. (KJV)

<opentext> Those that are in the flesh, cannot please God.

<opentext> We see Paul talking to both the church at Corinth, and Galatia, about how they had a tendency to follow the flesh, rather then the Spirit.

<opentext> Many begin in the Spirit, but then revert to the ways of the flesh.

<opentext> Gal 3:2This only would I learn of you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? 3Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh? (KJV)

<opentext> Without faith, without one believing God and His Word, it is impossible to please Him.

<opentext> The Word that He has presented to us, it is Spirit and it is life to those that find it.

<opentext> How easy is it to revert to the ways of the flesh?

<his> very easy if one does not continually keep their mind renewed in His Word

<chosen> easy if we are trying to avoid listening to His voice

<diligently> it can be very easy...if start listening to wrong voice.

<opentext> Prov 3:5Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding. 6In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths. 7Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the LORD, and depart from evil.  (KJV)

<opentext> Trusting in the Lord with all of our heart. To say the words sounds quite easy, yet the fleshly nature, the old man always tries to keep resurrecting itself.

<opentext> Do we acknowledge Him in all of our ways? 

<opentext> Do we allow Him to direct our path always, or only when we can understand it?

<diligently> yes....but old man does keep trying to spring up at times.

<chosen> not when we try to do some things in our own strength

<his> not always

<his> am learning not trust but still "want" to understand "why" before obeying at times, which is a hindrance 

<opentext> What if you came to the Red Sea, and you know Father had directed you there; would you expect to walk across on dry ground, or would you start swimming?

<diligently> oh my...yes...i do like to understand too.

<opentext> What if 5,000 men showed up at your house for dinner, how would you react, and respond?

<diligently> i don’t know, what ever Father was asking of me.

<his> first reaction would be to start swimming ...and then when going got tough would realize that was not what Father intended

<diligently> my flesh would react...maybe…we are learning to keep our flesh in subjection.

<opentext> Learning to trust God in the little things as we are learning and growing, will then carry over to all aspects of our life, because we do believe and trust in His Word. 

<opentext> And if we cannot believe Him for the little things, how can one then trust Him to be sure they will be resurrected as He tells us. Many hope this is so, but how many know that it is so?

<diligently> them that give there whole heart ,soul, mind over to Father

<diligently> give all of them self to Father...every bit.

<helpmate> not many....but i know, and we also know that we all have to work out our own salvation

<opentext> Rom 8:11But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you. (KJV)

<opentext> Eph 2:5Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;) 6And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus:  (KJV)

<opentext> Knowing that the work is done, because we are living and operating in the grace and truth of His Word, and waiting for the final manifestation of His promise.

<opentext> Phil 3:21Who shall change our vile body, that it may be fashioned like unto his glorious body, according to the working whereby he is able even to subdue all things unto himself. (KJV)

<opentext> Once one gets to the place that they know that His word is true, why would anyone then fear death?

<diligently> they will not

<chosen> they wouldn't if they are believing it

<d-g> the truth sets us free from that, perfect love casts out all fear

<at-peace> wouldn't .. operating in now faith

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:55O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory? 56The sting of death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law. 57But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. (KJV)

<opentext> Thus, why one must remember that they are risen with Christ. They are seated in the heavenlies in Christ Jesus. This is where our thoughts and focus must be maintained this day, seeking those things that are above.
