<his> Our heavenly Father, thank you for the blessing of being able to gather together, through your Son Jesus Christ, at this time to learn more of You and receive that which You know each of us has need of. Thank you You have given us that which we need to grow in confidence and commit our way to You. 

<opentext> 1 Cor 5:9-10 9 I wrote unto you in an epistle not to company with fornicators: 10 Yet not altogether with the fornicators of this world, or with the covetous, or extortioners, or with idolaters; for then must ye needs go out of the world. (KJV)

<opentext> Now, we know that as we walk through this world, we do have to work next to the kinds of people that are described here in verse 10.

<opentext> So we deal with them, and do our jobs as such, but we do not associate or mix with them after the business is through, for we know that evil communications will corrupt good morals or manners.

<opentext> 1 Cor 5:11 11 But now I have written unto you not to keep company, if any man that is called a brother be a fornicator, or covetous, or an idolater, or a railer, or a drunkard, or an extortioner; with such an one no not to eat.
 (KJV)

<opentext> However, when we get to the place that brothers or sisters in Christ begin to act that way, this is where Paul tells us that we are to draw the line.

<opentext> definition for fornicator: 4205  pornos (por'-nos); from pernemi (to sell; akin to the base of 4097); a (male) prostitute (as venal), i.e. (by analogy) a debauchee (libertine): KJV-- fornicator, whoremonger.

<opentext> now, what about those that will sell out their body for advancement at their job? or will sell out the health of their body for advancement in sports?

<rhoumai> they are fornicators as well

<steph> they are just the same as described above

<char-judy> same, if anyone defiles the temple

<his> their focus is not on Father

<dave-greg> same thing, treasuring the things of this world more than the things of God

<opentext> Often times we have tunnel vision with what is said, we only see one meaning, and ignore everything else.

<opentext> Definition for covetous:  4123  pleonektes- 1) one eager to have more, especially what belongs to others 2) greedy of gain, covetous 

<opentext> What about as a brother or sister, when we start to look at what another has spiritually, and we want what they have, without going through the growth process?

<rhoumai> ouch...that would be the same situation...being covetous

<steph> we are then being covetous

<his> same thing

<h-k> they want more than they are ready for

<char-judy> same, not being content with where they are at in their walk with Father

<opentext> Definition for idolater: 1496  eidololatres-  1) a worshiper of false gods, a idolater used of any one even Christian, participating in any way in the worship of the heathen, especially one who attends their sacrificial feasts and eats of the remains of offered victims 2) a covetous man as a worshiper of Mammon 

<opentext> What about when the people start looking at the servant, more than they do God?

<h-k> they are looking at that person as a god also

<his> they miss what Father has for them and is asking of them

<rhoumai> idolizing the servant and don't hear Father, but only words spoken by His servant

<dave-greg> they want to be a part of the body that they were not called to be

<char-judy> begin to idolize the creature more than the Creator

<steph> their focus is in the wrong direction

<opentext> What about when the manifestation of the gift, becomes more important then the Giver?

<rhoumai> they are looking in the physical and miss what Father has given them

<his> chasing blessings, going wrong way

<steph> chasing after signs

<h-k> putting the teacher up on a pedestal

<opentext> Definition for railer: 3060  loidoros (loy'-dor-os);  from loidos (mischief); abusive, i.e. a blackguard:  KJV-- railer, reviler.
<opentext> What about when we start criticising those within the body for no just reason, other then jealousy?

<his> then we are a false accuser

<rhoumai> we are the thing that we perceive in others...working for satan

<char-judy> same, we would be as satan the accuser of the brethren

<dave-greg> they become a sower of discord

<steph> then we should probably be taking a look in our own eye

<opentext> Definition for drunkard: 3183  methusos (meth'-oo-sos);  from 3184; tipsy, i.e. (as noun) a sot: KJV-- drunkard.

<opentext> Often when looking at this one, i think of those that are laughing out of control, or rolling around on the floor. One part of the fruit of the Spirit in my Bible, talks about self-control.

<opentext> When we gather together, it should always be to learn, not entertain. 

<opentext> Definitionof extortioner: 727  harpax- 1) rapacious, ravenous 2) an extortioner, a robber

<opentext> And then we have those that go out and lay hands on someone else's property, and claim it as theirs. Is this being a good example of the believer?

<rhoumai> no <his> no <steph> no <h-k> no <char-judy> no <matti> no

<opentext> Or, we have the other extreme....if you give to God and help our work, then we will send you such and such. Isn't this also extortion?

<h-k> yes <rhoumai> yes <char-judy> yes <his> yes <steph> yes 

<dave-greg> it is

<matti> yes

<opentext> 1 Cor 5:11 11 But now I have written unto you not to keep company, if any man that is called a brother be a fornicator, or covetous, or an idolater, or a railer, or a drunkard, or an extortioner; ​with such an one no not to eat​. (KJV)


<opentext> Not becoming a partaker of their evil deeds. 

<opentext> With such a one....not to eat spiritually, less you become like unto Him.

<opentext> All one has to do, is look and listen as to what we have covered in this letter to the Corinthians already, and why were they having so many problems?

<his> not following Christ, following man

<rhoumai> they were acting and reacting in the flesh

<h-k> they were hearers of the Word only

<steph> following wrong examples....worldly ones

<dave-greg> they thought more highly of themselves than they should, coveting an area that they were not called to

<char-judy> having begun in the Spirit, they thought they were made perfect in the flesh just as the Galatians

<opentext> Maybe they had no ability to discern between good and evil, because they had  become tainted with the wrong leaven?

<his> yes  <char-judy> yes <steph> yes <matti> yes

<opentext> i often think of when it says leaven, that it is the same as puffed up with pride. And we all should know what happens when one begins to operate in and of the flesh.

<opentext> i must decrease, that He might increase....removing the flesh out of the equation!

<opentext> Paul tells us here quite clearly, not to associate or mix with those that call themselves Christians, and act and operate as those we have described today.

<opentext> 1 Cor 5:12 12 For what have I to do to judge them also that are without? do not ye judge them that are within? (KJV)

<opentext> We are not to judge those outside the body of Christ, as Father will judge them. However, we are to judge those that are within, so that the leaven does not corrupt the whole of the lump.

<opentext> any questions or comments from todays study?

<dave-greg> o/

<opentext> yes greg

<dave-greg> 2 cor 11:2, talks about being espoused to one husband, that we may present ourselves a chaste virgin to Christ

<opentext> 2 Cor 11:2-3 2  For I am jealous over you with godly jealousy: for I have espoused you to one husband, that I may present you as a chaste virgin to Christ. 3 But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ. (KJV)

<dave-greg> so any of these area's that we spoke about today, if allowed into the temple, will defile and cause separation

<opentext> being tricked or deceived, just as Eve was

<dave-greg> we have been invited to the wedding feast, and unless we keep this temple pure, we will not make it

<opentext> Thus why we need to be as the Bereans were, and always check out with His Word, to be sure things are as they are presented.
