<d-g> Father we thank you for this day and for all your precious promises, that by these we might be partakers of your divine nature this day through Jesus Christ our Lord 

<opentext> 1 Cor 6:20-7:1 20 For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's. CHAPTER 7  1 Now concerning the things whereof ye wrote unto me: It is good for a man not to touch a woman. (KJV) 

<opentext> Often times, we "think" that we are much further along spiritually, then we really are. 
<opentext> If, one would always remember to seek first the kingdom of God, and His righteousness, how often would we be in the midst of many of the problems that we do face? 
<rhoumai> probably never 
<h-k> not very often at all 
<diligently> seeking first Fathers kingdom.none. 
<chosen> not often 
<his> not  often 
<opentext> In other words, that even as growing as Christians, often times we are taught things that are contrary to the Word, and yet because we placed more value on the person, then we did on God and His Word, we would then find ourselves in the midst of many problems. 
<opentext> Even to this present time, many of the things that we have been taught, or heard wrong, cause us to have our priorities wrong. 

<opentext> How many of you, have ever had to borrow something? 
<rhoumai> i have <chosen> yes <at-peace> i have <diligently> i have <h-k> yes <his> yes <joyful> yes <d-g> have borrowed 
<opentext> Now, when you went to borrow this thing, did you tell the owner the conditions in which they would have to follow, in allowing you to borrow the item? 
<at-peace> no <rhoumai> no <chosen> no <diligently> no <h-k> no <his> no <joyful> no 
<opentext> Why not? 
<at-peace> it was their property and not mine 
<h-k> was not my place to 
<chosen> it was on their conditions, because the item belonged to them 
<diligently> no  need to 
<his> not my place...they are the owner 
<d-g> i would consider it a gratuity 

<opentext> This is exactly what Paul is addressing here in saying that you are bought with a price, you are no longer your own, and yet you are trying to dictate the rules to the one that has purchased you. 
<opentext> It is not until one really begins to realize, that as that new creation in Christ, that you are no longer your own. 
<opentext> How often we tell God that we are His, and then 5 minutes later, throw a tantrum because we do not get something the way that "we wanted it". 
<d-g> when ever we don’t let patience have its perfect work 
<opentext> If we cannot present ourselves to Him a living sacrifice, we certainly will not do as He asks of us. One may make token efforts or such; but the sincerity will not be there. 
<opentext> This is why the Word tells us, that they that worship Father, M-U-S-T worship Him in Spirit and in truth....these are whom the Father seeks to fellowship with. 
<opentext> If the flesh is in control, there can be no true spiritual worship. 
<opentext> They that are in the flesh, cannot please God. Yet, how often is it that we say that we are walking in the Spirit, when the reality is that we are walking in the flesh....wishing we were in the Spirit. 
<d-g> when we try to justify our shortcomings rather than being honest with God and seeking His wisdom on how to overcome these area's 
<diligently> am sure it is that way at times.Fathers peace lets me know. 
<d-g> being wise in our own conceits 
<opentext> How often is it that we tell God we are ready for anything, yet the fact is that we are ready for very little. All this happens, because in this world, we are taught to get everything right in the physical, and then everything will be alright spiritually. 
<d-g> if we are not faithful in that which is least, we will not be faithful with anymore 
<rhoumai> we fool ourselves with head knowledge sometimes 

<opentext> The biggest area for most to overcome, is getting the proper order for things. Seeking first God's kingdom, a spiritual place, with a spiritual being. Yet, most often we try to analyze or compare it to the physical realm, because this is where one has spent the majority of their life. 

<opentext> 1 Cor 6:20 20 For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's. (KJV) 

<opentext> You, are bought with a price. So, if this is true, why do you have any financial problems? 
<h-k> because Father is not or was not our source 
<diligently> has nothing to do with money. 
<rhoumai> we forgot somewhere along the line who bought us and became a pawn of the god of this world...now have to listen to Father and seek Him first 
<d-g> if there is a problem, it certainly is not on Gods end 
<opentext> One's priorities have to be right. Spiritual first. Doing our all to maintain our relationship with Father by and through Christ Jesus. 
<opentext> This is why as we are going through this letter to the people of Corinth, who were very carnal, that Paul has to keep bringing them back to the basics. 
<opentext> No different then when Paul wrote to the people of Galatia, and ask them why they began in the Spirit, and now think they are brought to perfection by the flesh? 
<opentext> Just as with ourselves, ever notice how Father has to go over and over things with you in a certain area? 
<his> yes <rhoumai> yeh <diligently> yes <chosen> yes <at-peace> yes 
<diligently> and we thank  Him that he will. 

<opentext> Do you yet do these things because you do not love Him? 
<diligently> no 
<opentext> Or, is it more from having some improper building blocks in the foundation? 
<his> no, have not understood what He is asking at times 
<rhoumai> we love Him very much, and have to renew our mind in the Word, pulling out the stinking weeds 
<at-peace> no, improper building blocks in the foundation... those blocks that need to be removed and replaced with His blocks to firm up the foundation 
<opentext> Things that we have not let go of, because we never considered them to be a hindrance in our walk? 
<d-g> some mortar in the blocks that dont get set right helps 
<diligently> it must be me letting my flesh have its way. 
<diligently> yes.at times have thought ..now why is this wrong Father. 
<diligently> should  not ask Father that. 

<opentext> Heb 5:11 11 Of whom we have many things to say, and hard to be uttered, seeing ye are dull of hearing. (KJV) 

<opentext> It always comes back to how well are we listening to, that is, really paying attention to that which Father is asking? Often times we are listening only half-hearted, and then wonder why we messed up? 

<opentext> Eccl 12:13 13 Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man.  (KJV) 

<opentext> Today, let each of us try to hear all that Father has to say to us, and then be sure we hear all that He is asking before we proceed. Then, we will be able to please Him.
