Bible Study Tuesday 20 February 2001

<his> Father, thank You for the blessing of this time to gather as one and learn more of You and hear that which You know each of us has need of. Thank You that You will provide the vital nourishment we need to continue the task You ask of us. Through Christ Jesus Our Lord…. 

<open-text> 1 Cor 6:9-11 9 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind, 10 Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God. 11 And such were some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God.  (KJV) 

<open-text> Yesterday, we covered the list of things that the unrighteous do. As Paul states in verse 11, and such "were" some of you. 
<open-text> Then, Paul goes into a further explanation of how this came about or happened. 
<open-text> you are washed.... 

<open-text> Eph 5:26-27 26 That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, 27 That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish. (KJV) 

<open-text> Titus 3:5-6 5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost; 6 Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour; (KJV) 

<open-text> If we think back to John chapter 3, where Jesus Christ was talking with Nicodemus, and telling Nicodemus what was required for a person to obtain eternal life; that they had to be born of the water, that is the flesh, and of the Spirit, to see or enter the kingdom of God. 
<open-text> It is when one acknowledges that which Jesus of Nazareth accomplished, by hearing and obeying the Spirit of Christ, then one is able to follow the way that jesus of Nazareth followed, by obeying the truth of God's Word (Christ), and it is this that will lead one to eternal life. 

<open-text> Rev 1:5-6 5 And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the first begotten of the dead, and the prince of the kings of the earth. Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood, 6 And hath made us kings and priests unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen. (KJV) 

<open-text> 1 Cor 6:11 11 And such were some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, (KJV) 

<open-text> You are sanctified by the blood of Christ. If one will recall, it is in Christ, that one is able to become that new creation, old things are past away, and all things do become new. It is in Christ that you find the strength that you need, for He indeed is the power and wisdom of God. 

<open-text> Eph 2:13-15 13 But now in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ. 14 For he is our peace, who hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle wall of partition between us; 15 Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making peace;  (KJV) 

<open-text> For by grace are you saved through faith. It is not anything that you or i could do to accomplish this fact, other then acknowledging that jesus Christ died in our place, to bring about reconciliation to us and for us. 
<open-text> It is not of works, for we have been redeemed from the curse of the law...and we know that anyone that relies on the law has fallen from grace, and Christ has become of no effect to and for you. 

<open-text> Heb 9:14 14 How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? (KJV) 

<open-text> 1 Pet 1:19-21 19 But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot: 20 Who verily was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest in these last times for you, 21 Who by him do believe in God, that raised him up from the dead, and gave him glory; that your faith and hope might be in God. (KJV) 

<open-text> 1 Pet 1:22-23 22 Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye love one another with a pure heart fervently: 23 Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever. (KJV) 

<open-text> Note how Peter says that "you" have purified your souls. No one else can make the commitment to God for you. It is something each individual has to do. 
<open-text> How do you purify, by hearing and obeying the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ. For without faith, it is impossible to please Him. 
<open-text> Sanctified by the Word of God, the incorruptible seed. That seed which Abraham found, faith. 

<open-text> 1 Cor 6:11 11 but ye are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God. (KJV) 

<open-text> When one follows the example set forth by Jesus of Nazareth, this same Jesus who He made both Lord and Christ, then His Spirit will lead us and guide us into all truth. 
<open-text> And as Paul said in Romans, if "any" man has not the Spirit of Christ, he is not one of His. 
<open-text> It amazes me, that the more one sees of God, His Word, and His plan of salvation, that the simpler that it gets. The little things that are hid within the Word, that causes one to see more clearly this masterful plan made available to each and every person on this earth. 
<open-text> It always comes back to the choices that the individual makes. One can never blame their failures spiritually on anyone but themselves. Although, when most stumble or falter, they do try to attribute the blame to anyone but themselves. 

<open-text> 1 Cor 6:11 11 And such were some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God.  (KJV) 

<open-text> So one must remember where they came from, and where they are going. Pressing towards the mark of the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. And this is possible because we have been washed by His Word, sanctified by the blood of Christ, for He became sin for me, and justified when i one follows the example set forth, by being obedient to the Spirit of Christ.

<opentext> Jesus of Nazareth, by hearing and obeying the Word of God, Christ; was able to present the perfect physical sacrifice at Golgotha, and thus allow the Spirit of Christ to become sin for us, that the total and complete sacrifice would be presented to Father, and accepted in the behalf of any that would see, accept and receive this gift made available by God.

And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, because the Spirit is truth. 7 For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one. 8 And there are three that bear witness in earth, the spirit, and the water, and the blood: and these three agree in one. 9 If we receive the witness of men, the witness of God is greater: for this is the witness of God which he hath testified of his Son. (KJV)
