<greg> thank you Father for all the spiritual blessings you have allowed us access to, by the sacrifice of your Son, the first born of all the brethren gathered here this day to hear and partake of the message of deliverance sent by the message and example of Jesus Christ our Lord

<opentext> Rom 12:18-19, 18 If possible, as far as it depends on you, live at peace with everyone. 19 Beloved, never avenge yourselves, but leave the way open for [God's] wrath; for it is written, Vengeance is Mine, I will repay (requite), says the Lord. AMP

<opentext> To be at peace with one self. Sounds quite simple, and a place that all would want to be at. So why is it that so few people are able to achieve this?

<disciple> peace can only be found in Christ and most don't accept Him...they try to create their own peace

<chosen> they focus on the world and all that it offers instead of on heavenly things in Christ

<greg> they don’t know who they are in Christ, therefore they keep striving to be somebody else

<opentext> Good answers. And as greg stated in his opening prayer, that we are to follow the example the forerunner Jesus Christ set for us to follow. He did all that which the Father asked of Him, thus He had peace with the Father, and with Himself.

<opentext> Think about that for a moment; when you fail to do that which Father asks of you, is there much peace or contentment within your life [regardless of the front one may present]?

<chosen> no   <at-peace> no   <greg> its everything else but that

<opentext> Heb 5:8-9, 8 Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered; 9 And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him; KJV

<opentext> Isaiah tells us that He was despised and rejected of men. Why was this? How often when you are obedient to Father, does it make people around you uncomfortable?

<at-peace> because He did those things that were pleasing unto the Father and brought conviction to their hearts through that.... same thing that happens when we are obedient to Father

<miz> usually does as Light and dark doesn't mingle well 

<greg> if one seeks to please man, they cannot be His disciple

<opentext> So then why is it then when the peace that we have in Christ is rejected, that often times one will take it personally, and try to fix the situation?

<miz> we forget that the rejection is not of us...they are rejecting God and the Light that exposes their sinful life

<greg> I have found if I add unto His word, then the peace I had is gone

<chosen> when we are trying to be the saviour

<opentext> What is it that we are supposed to do when they reject the greetings of peace that we have?

<at-peace> Matt 10:14,13, 14And whosoever shall not receive you, nor hear your words, when ye depart out of that house or city, shake off the dust of your feet.13And if the house be worthy, let your peace come upon it: but if it be not worthy, let your peace return to you. (KJV)

<greg> not take it personal

<opentext> Matt 10:11-12, 11 And into whatever town or village you go, inquire who in it is deserving, and stay there [at his house] until you leave [that vicinity]. 12 As you go into the house, give your greetings and wish it well.  AMP 

<opentext> Also note what Matthew first tells us, that we are not to just go to any house, but that one is first to inquire who is deserving. Now how often does one first check or inquire to see who is deserving?

<miz> that is most usually overlooked, unless it is shockingly obvious

<greg> as often as one wants to keep their own peace intact and not allow it to blow away in the wind

<chosen> we should pray and use discernment

<opentext> How often is it that one overlooks the basic instructions that Father gives us within the Message?

<miz> most want to skip the instructions and go straight to the task...if all else fails, then read the instructions

<greg> they don’t discern the height, breadth, length, and depth of a message, they know they heard something, but ran off before hearing the vital parts of it

<opentext> Rom 12:18, If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, live peaceably with all men. KJV

<opentext> So when one lacks peace in their own life, it is not God's fault as so many try to imply. Note how Paul says as much as lieth within you, to live peaceably with all men. For a moment recall what Paul wrote to the Philippians, that the peace of God that passes all understanding shall keep your heart and mind in Christ Jesus. Now, how often does one make sure their heart is established before their mind?

<greg> have learned obedience by suffering, when running somewhere with only a head knowledge, ended up hitting brick wall

<at-peace> one should at all times for out of the heart comes the issues of life which will be what renews the mind

<opentext> So we should establish His Word in our heart, so that the lower nature can be brought into subjection of the divine nature, thus allowing God's peace to rule in one's heart and life. Today, let it be the peace of God that rules in your heart and life.
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
