Bible Study Sunday 21 April 2002

 

Definition for buzz: a constant humming noise, as of bees: a confused or blended murmur, as of many voices: a whispered report or rumor: to spread secretly, as gossip.

 

Luke 15:2 And the Pharisees and scribes murmured (whispered or gossiped), saying, This man receiveth sinners, and eateth with them. KJV

 

It is very easy for people to become distracted, or even taken in by that which the crowd is doing. How often is it, that you are swayed by that which the popular opinion is, in regard to your spiritual relationship with God?

 

As one studies the gospels, one can see that the people were often swayed or moved by what the sentiment of the majority was at that particular moment. Yet, the Word is clear to tell us, that it is the truth that sets one free, and keeps them free, if, they will continue in it. (His Word is truth, John 17:17).

 

2 Corinthians 12:20 For I fear, lest, when I come, I shall not find you such as I would, and that I shall be found unto you such as ye would not: lest there be debates, envyings, wraths, strifes, backbitings, whisperings, swellings, tumults: KJV

 

lest there be debates; or "strifes", or contentions among them, about words to no profit, or about their ministers, as before; one being for Paul, and another for Apollos, and another for Cephas: 

 

envyings: at each other's gifts, or "jealousies" of one another, and evil surmisings: 

 

wraths; breaking out into words and actions, which discover hatred of mind, a malignant spirit, quite contrary to that of the Gospel: 

 

strifes: law suits before heathen magistrates; contentions in the church who shall be greatest; or about lesser matters of religion, or things indifferent, vain, and trifling, and kept up merely for the sake of victory: 

 

backbitings; speaking evil of one another, detracting from, hurting, or taking away each other's character and good name: 

 

whisperings; secretly sowing discords among friends, and privately suggesting evil things of each other: 

 

swellings; with pride and conceit of themselves, because of their riches, learning, and eloquence, and looking with disdain upon others: 

 

tumults; at church meetings, interrupting one another, going into parties, and making rents and schisms.
