<opentext> Father we thank you for this day and this time that we can come before you and to you by and through Christ Jesus, to receive of you and from you that which is necessary to nourish us and sustain us this day.
 
<opentext> Weymouth's New Testament…Romans 16:25  To Him who has it in His power to make you strong, as declared in the Good News which I am spreading, and the proclamation concerning Jesus Christ, in harmony with the unveiling of the Truth which in the periods of past Ages remained unuttered,
 
<opentext> I like the way that Weymouth translates the next part of this verse, "as declared in the Good News which I am spreading". Many want to give their own rendition of the Word, but Paul was spreading God's declaration of His purpose and plan for reconciliation, and the power necessary to fulfil it, for those who would hear and obey it. 
<opentext> God has sent His Word, His declaration to all of the world, but as it says, let him who has ears to hear, hear, that which the Spirit says.
<opentext> We are not to add to it, nor to take away from it, but rather the be a vessel suitable to present and declare His Word to those around us.
<opentext> Yet, how many people think that they are useable by Father, because of the traditions and doctrines of man, which not only cloud peoples vision, but hinder their hearing as well?
<helpmate> that is the way that most see it…or don't see it
 
<opentext> 1 Tim 4:12-14, 12 Let no man despise thy youth; but be thou an example of the believers, in word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, in faith, in purity. 13 Till I come, give attendance to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine. 14 Neglect not the gift that is in thee, KJV
 
<opentext> As we started to talk about yesterday, that being an example of the believer, is when one yields to God, so that they can be a useable vessel that can be utilized by Father to declare His Word to those who we may come in contact with.
<opentext> Paul tells us that we can be an example by the words that we speak, and as stated yesterday that we should only be speaking the words we hear Father speak.
<opentext> Hebrews tells us the by His Word the worlds were formed. And, since we are created in Their image and after Their likeness, then what do you think then dictates the world that is formed around us?
<helpmate> whatever we speak is what will form our world also
<opentext> Exactly. And what our world is like, will be determined by whether or not a person is in agreement with God and His Word, or set against it.
<opentext> Now also note how the order Paul gives the word, and then conversation; how many people speak one way when they are at the building, and a different way when they are not there.
<opentext> A persons conversation is going to be determined by the world they have surrounded themselves with and in. So a persons conversation cannot be split between the world and His world, but rather either for Him, or against Him.
<opentext> A persons words in their conversation will either produce life according to His purpose and plan declared in His Word, or it will produce death by contradiction to His Word, there is no in-between or middle ground as some may think.
<opentext> By our words one will be justified, or by their words they will be condemned. Sweet water and bitter water cannot come out of the same fountain.
<opentext> What one speaks, their conversation, will either put them in agreement with God, or in full opposition to Him. So we should be able to see how important one's conversation is.
<opentext> Then also remember that after word and conversation, it states charity; that is, freely we have received, freely we are to give of this precious gift that we have received.
<opentext> Yet, how often do people try to determine themselves, who they think are or are not worthy to receive His word?
<helpmate> they try to use their own understanding, and that cannot be done
<opentext> For God so loved the world; one must remember that there was no one worthy of His love after Adam and Eve transgressed, so we too were on the outside before the grace and love of God became clear in our vision and hearing.
<opentext> Then after charity, it talks about the spirit in our being an example of the believer.
<opentext> The Word that He speaks to us, gives us, it is Spirit and it is life. If any man has not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of His. It is the Spirit that gives life, the flesh profits nothing.
<opentext> God is a Spirit, and those that fellowship, communicate with Him, must do so in Spirit and in truth; His Word is truth.
<opentext> Yet, how often is it that people really give thought to, let alone differentiate between life in the carnal nature, and life in the spirit realm?
<helpmate> most do not even see or know that there is a difference between them
<opentext> And why is it that people are not aware of the spirit realm?
<helpmate> they do not know for themselves what His word is tell them
<opentext> Could it be because they are following carnal people that are not aware of this realm, kind of like the blind leading the blind?
<helpmate> yes
<opentext> So when one allows the Lord to use them, then they will want to speak those things they have heard the Father speak, producing a conversation that is full of life, and presenting the love of God to them, because they are being guided by His Spirit, so that a written epistle is what will then be presented before them.
<opentext> Without faith, it is impossible to please Him. Whatever is not of faith, is sin.
<opentext> We know His Word is pure. Now what happens when heat is applied to certain things, it heats up, the molecules are agitated, and the impurities begin to separate.
<opentext> So for those who know Him, when one is the example of the believer before them, it will encourage and exhort them. But what happens when one is then around those who do not believe God or His Word?
<opentext> It will agitate those who do not want to receive it.
<opentext> Today, we have the opportunity to be that example of the believer, that God’s purpose and plan of reconciliation can be presented to all that we may come in contact with, if one continues in His Word.
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
