<opentext> Rom 10:6-8, 6 But the righteousness which is of faith speaketh on this wise, Say not in thine heart, Who shall ascend into heaven? (that is, to bring Christ down from above:) 7 Or, Who shall descend into the deep? (that is, to bring up Christ again from the dead.) 8 But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is, the word of faith, which we preach; KJV

 

<opentext> The righteousness which is of faith. To know God to be true. To have such a relationship with the Father through Jesus Christ, that we know all that has been accomplished in and on our behalf, to make accessible to us, a right relationship with God.

<opentext> Knowing that there is no sin that we can not be forgiven for; and that Christ Jesus is sitting at the right hand of the Father making intercession for us.

<opentext> The devil tries to get the believer to doubt this, to question that which God has had accomplished in and on our behalf.

<opentext> Have you ever noticed that when things go awry, that this happens because we have doubted in one of these two areas?

<chosen> yes

 

<opentext> The righteousness which is of faith, knows that forgiveness is there, if we go boldly before the throne of grace in a time of need; and also remembers that we have been blessed with all spiritual blessings in the heavenlies in Christ Jesus.

<opentext> So what happens when one begins to doubt or question either or both of these two areas?

<at-peace> the door is open for the thief to come in and steal, and possibly kill and destroy 

 

<opentext> Okay, it opens the door for the thief; but can the thief do anything without our permission, without the person putting the wrong words on the scene?

<at-peace> no, if one is doubting in their heart there is the possibility of the wrong words going forth from the mouth

<chosen> no

 

<opentext> Thus why one has to be cognizant of verse 8, and how it states that the Word is nigh thee, in thy mouth because it proceeded from the heart, the Word of faith which is supposed to be our life.

<opentext> How often is it that one weighs each and every word before they speak it, so that only right words proceed forth from the mouth?

<at-peace> one should at all times, but at times we fall short of doing this

<chosen> not always

<opentext> Does one often forget, that the example that Jesus Christ set for us, was that He only spoke those things which He heard the Father speak?

<at-peace> at the moment that one doesn't weigh the words going forth from their mouth, yes

 

<opentext> Rom 10:8 But what does it say? The Word (God's message in Christ) is near you, on your lips and in your heart; that is, the Word (the message, the basis and object) of faith which we preach,  AMP

 

<opentext> The Word of faith which we preach; so what does it mean to you on how Paul says...we preach?

<at-peace> preach the Word, be instant in season and out of season... making full proof of our ministry... in our manner of life, in all that we do and say that it may minister grace unto the hearer

<chosen> by our words and our example

 

<opentext> Definition for "we preach":  2784  kerusso- 1) to be a herald, to officiate as a herald  a) to proclaim after the manner of a herald  b) always with the suggestion of formality, gravity and an authority which must be listened to and obeyed  2) to publish, to proclaim openly: something which has been done  3) used of the public proclamation of the gospel and matters pertaining to it, made by John the Baptist, by Jesus, by the apostles and other Christian teachers

 

<opentext> I like a combination of definitions 1b and 2, because together they give us the picture of how serious we should be about our life in Christ, and recognizing how vital this life is, and that our life and lifestyle hshould be an open proclamation of our love and devotion to God.

<opentext> Now think about this for a moment; don't we all consider ourselves to have jobs in this world [of one form or another]?

<at-peace> yes       <chosen> yes

 

<opentext> But, how often is it that our relationship with God [a job, so to speak] is what should be of the primary importance all during the day?

<at-peace> should always be no matter where we are and what we are doing

 

<opentext> Does one spend as much time and effort seeking to please Father, as we do those around us in this world?

<at-peace> one should

 

<opentext> One looks at the life of Jesus Christ, how that He lived, breathed and walked in the Word of God at all times. This is the example that was set for us to follow. That the Word should be on our lips, because that is what is alive in the heart, and so this is the life and lifestyle that they also see in the believer.

<opentext> So often one can read the verses that are within the Bible, but does one always hear what is really there? How often is it others opinions and ideas that one hears, rather then the depth of Father's love that is there?

<at-peace> if one is being attentive they will be seeking to hear Father's love and depth that are there instead of going by what they may have heard or been taught by man before

<opentext> Today, we have the opportunity, the privilege of being that example of the believer, in word, in conduct, in conversation, that the light of the glorious gospel of Christ is what shines from us.
