Bible Study Wednesday 24 April 2002

Does one always allow what others say or think to affect your decisions or choices?


1 Corinthians 15:33 Be not deceived: evil communications corrupt good manners. KJV


Anything, that is not according to the will of God, would be evil communications. Yet, does one always look at it in this light?

 

By one’s words they will be justified, or by their words they will be condemned.

 


Death or life is in the power of the tongue.

 


Jesus Christ gives us the perfect example of the Father, Son relationship. This is the perfect example that we too should be following.

 

John 8:29 And he that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please him. KJV

 

First, That he did nothing of himself, not of himself as man, of himself alone, of himself without the Father, with whom he was one. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

As we should do nothing as of ourselves, or for ourselves, but rather to please Him. We too should be one with Him, and this can only come about by learning obedience to His Word.
 

That as his Father taught him so he spoke these things, that he was not self-taught, but taught of God. The doctrine he preached was the counterpart of the counsels of God, with which he was intimately acquainted; I speak those things, not only which he taught me, but as he taught me, with the same divine power and authority. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

Have you allowed the Spirit of truth to lead you and guide you into all of the truth?

 

His undertaking the work of redemption was pleasing to God, and he had the consciousness that in executing it he did those things which God approved. It is a small matter to have men opposed to us, if we have a conscience void of offence, and evidence that we please God. (From Barnes' Notes)

 

Not allowing what others think or say about us, to affect us, if we are doing that which is pleasing to the Father.

 

`To you, who gnash upon Me with your teeth, and frown down all open appearance for Me, I seem to stand uncountenanced and alone; but I have a sympathy and support transcending all human applause; I came here to do My Father's will, and in the doing of it have not ceased to please Him; therefore is He ever by Me with His approving smile, His cheering words, His supporting arm.' (From Jamieson, Fausset, and Brown Commentary)

 

Hence learn, 1. That the work of redemption in the hands of Jesus Christ, was a work 

well-pleasing to God the Father; the work itself was highly pleasing to him; and Christ's 

way of managing it was well-pleasing also. (From William Burkitt Commentary)

 

2. That the reason why it was thus well-pleasing to God, was, because he acted in a 

constant conformity to his Father's will, kept to his Father's commission, and executed 

his Father's commands, doing always those things that pleaseth him. (From William Burkitt Commentary)

 

Learn, 3. That as the Father and Christ were inseparable in respect of the unity of the 

divine essence; so the Father was always with Jesus Christ as Mediator, both to support and uphold him, to accept and reward him. The Father hath not left me alone, either in the 

doing of his will, or in the suffering of his pleasure. (From William Burkitt Commentary)

 

Learn, 4. That those who desire the gracious and special presence of God with them in all 

conditions, particularly in times of sufferings and trouble; they must make it their care and study to please God, and to observe his will in all things: then God will be with them in his guiding presence, in his strengthening presence, in his comforting, in his quickening, in his sanctifying, sympathizing, and accepting, presence. (From William Burkitt Commentary)
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
