Since Jesus Christ knows the way to Father’s house, why does one fail to use Him as their mediator?

 

1 Timothy 2:5 For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus; KJV

 

He (Jesus Christ) knows the way to Father’s house, but do you? Often times, as plain as the directions are, why does one fail to read them? Sometimes they may read them, but then fail to hear what has been said. And still other times, they will read and hear that which is being presented, but then fail to do that which was asked of them. Why is this?

 

Forever O Lord, thy Word is settled in heaven! Jesus Christ is settled in the Father’s house and is attempting to guide us safely there. Yet, how often does one ignore the guidance that they are given by His Spirit?

 

1 Corinthians 2:14 But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned. (KJV)

 

1 Corinthians 2:14 An unspiritual man does not accept the things that the Spirit of God teaches, for they are nonsense to him; and he cannot understand them, because they are appreciated by spiritual insight. (William's New Testament)

 

[But the natural man] The animal man-- the man who is in a mere state of nature, and lives under the influence of his animal passions; (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

The person in question is not only one who either has had no spiritual teaching, or has not profited by it; but one who lives for the present world, having no respect to spiritual or eternal things. This animal man, is opposed to the spiritual man: and, as this latter is one who is under the influence of the Spirit of God, so the former is one who is without that influence. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
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
