Romans 3:3-4 What then, if some of them have proved unfaithful? Can their unfaithfulness make null and void God's faithfulness? 4. Not at all. Let God prove true, though every man be false! As the Scripture says, "That you may prove yourself upright in words you speak, and win your case when you go into court. (Williams New Testament)

 

It is the truth that sets a person free, and will keep them free, if they continue in it. What one must remember, is that is His Word that is truth.

 

Hebrews 4:2 For unto us was the gospel preached, as well as unto them: but the word preached did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in them that heard it. (KJV)

 

Hebrews 4:2 For Good News has been brought to us as truly as to them; but the message they heard failed to benefit them, because they were not one in faith with those who gave heed to it. (Weymouth's New Testament)
 

Hebrews 4:2 For we have had the good news told to us as well as they, but the message heard did them no good, because they were not by faith made one with those who heeded it. (Williams New Testament)
