29 August 2004 Sunday Food for thought!

 

Romans 8:35 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? KJV

 

The devil will try to throw all kinds of obstacles in one’s path. And the devil needs no other reason to attack, other than that you are a child of God. How do we know this? Look at the life of Jesus Christ, and all of the attacks that came against Him starting with when He first went out to the desert to fast and pray (Matt 4:1-11 these were thoughts and images (or imaginations) entering in and brought into captivity immediately to the obedience of Christ (2Cor10:5-6)). So, tell me, what did Jesus Christ do wrong to have those attacks come against Him?

 


Now, we do make mistakes, and we do err from time to time; but that does not mean that we should always first look for what we did wrong. Rather, go first to Father, and see if there is correction that has to take place within our life and walk. And if there is no correction or chastening that comes forth from Father, then one knows that they have to hold fast their profession of faith without wavering (Heb 10:23). Be confident of your relationship with Father by and through Christ Jesus (Phil 1:6). 

 
1 John 3:19-22 And hereby we know that we are of the truth, and shall assure our hearts before him. For if our heart condemn us, God is greater than our heart, and knoweth all things. Beloved, if our heart condemn us not, then have we confidence toward God. And whatsoever we ask, we receive of him, because we keep his commandments, and do those things that are pleasing in his sight. (KJV)

Hebrews 12:11-13 Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby. Wherefore lift up the hands which hang down, and the feeble knees; And make straight paths for your feet, lest that which is lame be turned out of the way; but let it rather be healed. (KJV)
