Romans 12:8 Or he that exhorteth, on exhortation: KJV

Definition for exhort:  3870  parakaleo- 1) to call to one's side, to call for, to summon  2) to address, to speak to, (call to, call upon), which may be done in the way of exhortation, entreaty, comfort, instruction, etc. a) to admonish, to exhort  b) to beg, to entreat, to beseech, to strive to appease by entreaty  c) to console, to encourage and strengthen by consolation, to comfort, to receive consolation, to be comforted  d) to encourage, to strengthen  e) exhorting and comforting and encouraging f) to instruct, to teach. (Thayer’s)


As we can see, to exhort has a lot of different applications. So, it is imperative that one takes the time to hear Father’s wisdom when they are asked to talk or share with someone, so that it is His will that is presented, and not our own. It is the truth that sets one free and is able to keep them free if they will continue in the truth.

2 Corinthians 1:4 Who comforts (consoles and encourages) us in every trouble (calamity and affliction), so that we may also be able to comfort (console and encourage) those who are in any kind of trouble or distress, with the comfort (consolation and encouragement) with which we ourselves are comforted (consoled and encouraged) by God. AMP


The above verse gives us very good explanation of exhortation. One is able to give the proper comfort or exhortation when God remains their source, there all in all. Will you allow God to use you to exhort others, with the same way that He has done this for you in your life? Food for thought!
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
