If a doctor tells you to take a medicine, do you follow all of the instructions until all of the medicine is used, or only till you see the results you want or expect?

Psalms 25:4-5 Shew me thy ways, O LORD; teach me thy paths. 5 Lead me in thy truth, and teach me: for thou art the God of my salvation; on thee do I wait all the day. KJV

It is not enough that He shows us His ways, or that he points out the strait and narrow path; one must then make the decision that they will follow the instructions and stay on the proper path.
