Bible Study Friday 3 May 2002

Just as bad information (viruses) can cripple or destroy a computer; so, the lies or deception (viruses) can cripple or destroy your spirit man.

Proverbs 6:23 For the commandment is a lamp; and the law is light; and reproofs of instruction are the way of life: KJV 


By its arguments it is a light, which our understandings must subscribe to; it is a lamp to our eyes for discovery, and so to our feet for direction. The word of God reveals to us truths of eternal certainty, and is built upon the highest reason. Scripture-light is the sure light. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

Those reproofs of the word which not only show us our faults, but instruct us how to do better, are the way that leads to life, eternal life. Let not faithful reproofs therefore, which have such a direct tendency to make us happy, ever make us uneasy. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

Out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth speaks. Now, just because it uses the word abundance there, it does not necessarily mean that it is for the good, as there can be an abundance of bad, as well as good. A virus cannot hurt a computer if it is not allowed into the computer. Likewise, it is only that which one allows into their spirit man, that can cause damage.

 

In a computer, one will use a certain program to try to prevent the virus or such from gaining entrance into the computer. And only by staying current with all of the updates for that program, can insure a person that adequate protection will be provided.

 

Likewise, one has to have the proper spiritual protection if they are going to be able to thwart the attacks of the devil. For the devil and his workers will attempt to get bad information within your spirit being, that will be detrimental to your spiritual health. (After all, one must remember that the thief comes but to steal, kill and destroy)

 

John 16:13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come. KJV
