Bible Study Wednesday 4 December 2002

 

What one believes, is determined by what they have given ear to. Only God’s Word is capable of activating the measure of faith within the believer.

 

2 Timothy 1:6 For this reason I now remind you to rekindle and keep burning the fire of the divine gift which came upon you when I laid my hands upon you. (Williams New Testament)

 

One will often hear people say, that they believe in God. However, what is it that they have heard, will determine what they believe. As we talked about a bit in yesterday’s study, that the true faith is determined by the Message delivered by and through Christ Jesus, and obedience and compliance with it. It is only God’s Word which is truth, all other so-called facts are based in and on fleshly assumptions.

 

Just as with a car, it ran fine yesterday, but unless one inserts the key, and turns the ignition on, the car will only sit there, and not go anywhere, no matter how hard you wish or speak at it. Our faith is much the same way. It worked fine yesterday, but today, we again need to allow the Spirit of Christ to work in our life. This is activated or stirred by hearing the Message of faith once delivered, and then allowing that Message to have right-of-way, and operate in your life.

 

None of us would think about throwing the battery away out of the car. Yet, how often does one try to operate apart from God and His Word, and ignore the leadings of Christ?

 

1 Peter 4:10 As every man hath received the gift, even so minister the same one to another, as good stewards of the manifold grace of God. (KJV)

 

Each and every believer, has received the measure of the gift of Christ. In Christ, are all of the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. Jesus Christ told us, that we would do the works that He did, and greater works then these, because He was going to the Father.
