How attentive are you to the voice of God? Do you even know His voice?

 

John 10:4 And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth before them, and the sheep follow him: for they know his voice. KJV

 

Proverbs 4:20 My son, attend to my words; incline thine ear unto my sayings. (KJV)

 

Definition for attend: 7181 qashab- to hear, to be attentive, to heed, to incline (used of ears), to attend (used of ears), to hearken, to pay attention, to listen  a) (Qal) incline, to attend (used of ears), to hearken, to pay attention, to listen  b) (Hiphil) to pay attention, to give attention.

 

We must receive them readily: "Incline thy ear to them (v. 20); humbly bow to them; diligently listen to them." The attentive hearing of the word of God is a good sign of a work of grace begun in the heart and a good means of carrying it on. It is to be hoped that those are resolved to do their duty who are inclined to know it. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

For they are life unto those that find them. As the spiritual life was begun by the word as the instrument of it, so by the same word it is still nourished and maintained. We could not live without it; we may by faith live upon it. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)
