<chosen> thank you Father for the blessing of this time in your Word, for all that you have prepared for us that will feed our spirit this day.... we pray that we will allow these things to become more rooted and grounded in our hearts so that our life will be pleasing to you, sincere and holy, through Christ Jesus our Lord

<opentext> from now on, the Monday following studies in Helena, we will cover the topic that we had in the study, so all of the body is ministered to

 

<opentext> Prov 29:18 Where there is no vision [no redemptive revelation of God], the people perish; but he who keeps the law [of God, which includes that of man]--blessed (happy, fortunate, and enviable) is he.  AMP

 

<opentext> What people often forget, is that no matter how much one will study, how much one will attempt to apply themselves to the Word, without revelation from God to the individual, there is no life, there is no growth.

<opentext> If we will recall in Matthew 16, Jesus Christ asked the disciples who men said that He was. And from that question, He received a variety of responses, but none being correct.

<opentext> It was when Peter answered that He was Christ the Son of the living God, that Jesus Christ replied that flesh and blood and not revealed it, but rather the revelation cam from and by His Father in heaven.

<opentext> All too often, we hear what others are saying or sharing, and then it is repeated that so and so, or such and such a person said this. Now does this show a personal intimate relationship with God the Father by and through Christ Jesus?

<chosen> no  <helpmate> no  <disciple> nope  <diligently> no

<opentext> Why not?

<helpmate> Father never spoke to them...they relied only on what other people have been saying and checking nothing out for themselves

<disciple> because they are relying  on what man said, not what God said

<chosen> they must be listening to man's voice, rather than hearing in the Spirit, as it comes from the voice of God, only His sheep hear His voice

<diligently> the person is not giving credit to Father, they are giving it to man.

<helpmate> worshiping the creature more than the Creator

 

<opentext> Prov 2:10When wisdom entereth into thine heart, and knowledge is pleasant unto thy soul;11Discretion shall preserve thee, understanding shall keep thee:12 To deliver thee from the way of the evil man, from the man that speaketh froward things;  (KJV)

 

<opentext> It is when Christ enters the heart [the power and wisdom of God], that one begins to have discretion in regards to hearing and comprehending that which God is asking of you, the individual. As one then continues to seek and pursue that personal intimate relationship with the Father, the eyes of their understanding become enlightened to the way and the path that Jesus of Nazareth was the forerunner.

<opentext> Jesus of Nazareth, by obedience to the Spirit of Christ within Him, went in advance of us, to set the pattern of life required for adoption into Father's family.

<opentext> So since it is Father's family, who is it that you think has the right to set the guidelines for adoption?

<disciple> Father  <diligently> Father  <chosen> Father  <helpmate> only Father

 

<opentext> Eph 1:18 The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints, 19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to usward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power, KJV

 

<opentext> Note that it says, the eyes of "your" understanding being enlightened! Yet, how often does one try to operate off of what they presume is light in someone else?

<chosen> then we're not studying to show "ourselves" approved unto God

<helpmate> it doesn't work that way no matter how hard one tries

<disciple> we all have at one time or another...should only focus on Father and allow Him to enlighten us

<opentext> That "you" may know...what is the hope of His calling! If you are listening to some other person, how apt are you to be able to hear His call, His counsel?

<chosen> not very much at all  <disciple> you won't  <helpmate> you won't

<diligently> you will not, it will become habit

<opentext> Now remember, we are talking about here, revelation from God, to the individual believer. Revelation; to uncover, to disclose. SO, what is it that Father is uncovering, or disclosing?

<helpmate> how to have eternal life with Him

<chosen> the mystery of His gospel

<disciple> the truth of His Word   <diligently> Christ

<opentext> All good answers. Now let's hear how Father described it through a certain vessel named Paul.

 

<opentext> Col 1:27To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory:  (KJV)

 

<opentext> That God would make known to "YOU", the disclosure of what it all entails to have Christ within you, the hope of glory.

<opentext> And then, once one begins to understand the pearl of great price within them; then one has to come to an understanding of what all this precious gift we received entails or contains.

<opentext> How often does one try to base their relationship with God, by what others say they heard or understood, rather then waiting for revelation or disclosure from God?

<chosen> when one has no intimacy with Father...seeing and not perceiving and hearing but not understanding

<diligently> most start out that way, growing daily to be pleasing to Father in all things.

<disciple> when one tries to take shortcuts in their relationship with Father

<opentext> Often times when someone shares something, it causes or triggers and excitement, a joy within. Yet, most often people run with the excitement, rather then asking Father what is the reason for the joy stirring within them. After all, the Word does tell us, that when we seek the Lord with "all" of our heart, then is when we will find Him.

 

<opentext> Gal 1:15 But when He, Who had chosen and set me apart [even] before I was born and had called me by His grace (His undeserved favor and blessing), saw fit and was pleased [Isa 49:1; Jer 1:5.] 16 To reveal (unveil, disclose) His Son within me so that I might proclaim Him among the Gentiles (the non-Jewish world) as the glad tidings (Gospel), immediately I did not confer with flesh and blood [did not consult or counsel with any frail human being or communicate with anyone].  AMP

 

<opentext> How often do you really seek God wholeheartedly that He would reveal the fullness of His Son within you?

<disciple> probably not as much as i should

<diligently> daily trusting in the Lord with all my heart and die daily to myself and my understanding

<chosen> at times not as much as we could

<opentext> How can one be an accurate signpost, if they have no idea of where they are going?

<disciple> they cannot  <chosen> cannot be  <diligently> can not

 

<opentext> Col 2:3In whom are hid all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.  (KJV)

 

<opentext> Eph 1:17That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him: (KJV)

 

<opentext> That the Father..."may" give unto you, the Spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him. If you do not ask of Father, you will not receive.

 

<opentext> Hos 4:6 My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: KJV

 

<opentext> His people perish, because of a lack of revelation of Christ within them.
