Bible Study Sunday 7 April 2002

 

Today, are you worshipping God in Spirit and in truth?

 

Colossians 2:8 Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ. KJV

 


One often forgets that Jesus Christ set the way or path (the strait and narrow (Matthew 7:13-14)) that we too should follow; the course established by the truth of His Word (John 14:6). He did not give into the pressures of the religious leaders to do things their way, but rather remained faithful to that which the Father asked of Him, in all things (John 8:29).

 


The words that He speaks to us (John 6:63), (for Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever (Hebrews 13:8)), are indeed Spirit, and they are life if one will hearken diligently to them. How often does one intelligently listen to the instructions or counsel that God gives us by and through His Word? Does one always consider that which He speaks to us, as being a decision or choice between life and death (Proverbs 18:21, Isaiah 57:19-20)?

 


It is very easy to get caught up with what the crowd is saying or doing. It is easy to make decisions according to what the majority of the people are in agreement with. Whether we look at the example of Noah, or the example of Lot, we can see that the thoughts and ideas of the majority of the people were dead wrong!
