<opentext> Prov 2:10-11, 10 When wisdom entereth into thine heart, and knowledge is pleasant unto thy soul; 11 Discretion shall preserve thee, understanding shall keep thee: KJV

 

<opentext> We are going to go over what we covered Saturday in the Helena study...as well as the food for thought over the weekend.

<opentext> When wisdom enters into the heart, it is because one has heard the knock of the Lord on the door of their heart, and answered in the affirmative, allowing the Lord to enter their life. But then notice that it says that what they have heard, must be pleasant to the soul. A lot of people hear and respond to the Lord, but then do not like that which they hear from Him. Why is this?

<opentext> Is it that most people want all of the benefits of God's kingdom, without having to do all that which is asked of them?

<opentext> Many people want to be hearers of the Word, but they have no desire to be doers of the Word. They want to be a part of His kingdom, but do not want to do that which is necessary to receive all that He has for them, and what is then required to maintain that gift.

<opentext> A good example of that is what is going on in this world today. With all of the terrorism that is going on, people want all the security that they can get, yet, how many are willing to give of themselves and their own lives to have and maintain that security?

<opentext> They want anyone and everyone else to make the sacrifices for them. They want all of the benefits of the sacrifices that others make to get and maintain that freedom, but do not want to give up anything that they have, or sacrifice at all from their daily lifestyle, to get and maintain that freedom.

<opentext> Isn't this much of what goes on within the church world? Isn't this the same things that Jesus Christ faced while He was here on this earth?

<opentext> Jesus Christ is the power and wisdom of God. He stands at the door of your heart and knocks, seeking permission to enter with the gift of salvation for you.

<opentext> He wants to bring all that is necessary for you to maintain your spiritual well being, so that you are adequately and amply supplied with your daily provisions.

<opentext> Jesus Christ wants you to be aware of all that has been accomplished by Him, in and on your behalf. Yet, how many people that call themselves believers are really aware of, or knowledgeable of who they are in Christ? Of all that God has made available to them through the sacrifice of His Son?

<opentext> Peter tells us that we are supposed to be partakers of His divine nature; that is, that we should be active participants in and of the divine nature of Christ, so that we are able to follow the example that Jesus of Nazareth set for us to follow by His obedience to the Spirit of Christ within Him, which brought about that desire to do those things that are pleasing to the Father.

<opentext> So we can see then that one has to allow Christ [the power and wisdom of God] into their heart when they hear Him knock at the door of their heart. They have to give audience to the Message that He brings, that gives them the proper guidance and essentials that are necessary to live a life that is pleasing to the Father this day. <opentext> When Christ is allowed into their life, into their daily walk, the His Spirit will lead us and guide us into all truth, giving us His wisdom to make us aware of the obstacles that are trying to confront us, and the insight in how to thwart any and all attacks by the wicked one.

<opentext> Have you accepted all that the Lord has for you? Have you really allowed Him access into your heart, and every aspect of your life? 

<opentext> Lam 3:22-23, 22 It is of the LORD's mercies that we are not consumed, because his compassions fail not. 23 They are new every morning: great is thy faithfulness. KJV

<opentext> We are supposed to live in now faith. Each day His promises, His Word is new and fresh. Have you received from Him, all that He has for you this day?
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
