Father we ask that you would  open up to all those who partake of this feast on your Word, all that you have prepared just for each of us for what we are in need of... we give thanks Father for this time of fellowship together, learning of your ways enabling each of us to be the more capable servant unto you... <opentext> Rom 8:1-2  There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.  For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death.   (KJV)

<opentext> we have been talking about walking in the Spirit...staying out of the flesh....and here Paul talks to us the believer, that there is no condemnation...to them that are in the Spirit. what does condemnation mean to you?

<diligently> putting ourselves down

<shama> punishment for our sins

<mizpah> it means to be judged harshly, whether by ourselves, others or Father

<helpmate> found guilty

<opentext> definition for condemnation....

2631  katakrima (kat-ak'-ree-mah);  from 2632; an adverse sentence (the verdict):

KJV-- condemnation.

<opentext> so then, if the flesh gets in the way....we are in the are where we could be found guilty.... this is why we press toward the mark each day...or as Paul said, we are to die daily...allow a little more of the flesh to fall off ...today. many have the habit of procrastinating...putting of till tomorrow...that which should be done today. why don't we do it now, when Father asks?

<renewed> lots of times it is because we aren't listening, so we don't hear

<mizpah> cause we plan for tomorrow instead of having now faith

<helpmate> any answer we give is only an excuse

<diligently> sometimes I'm not sure it is from Father

<at-peace> usually because we think we have time on our side, although we don't know the time or day that Father will call us home

<opentext> if we are walking in the flesh...we are then not following the lead of the Spirit...so we are not walking in now faith...therefore we will put it off

<diligently> o/

<opentext> yes judy

<diligently> how do we know we are in our flesh? if we have always been there

<opentext> when we are in the flesh, we do things that are pleasing to gratifying to ourselves. when operating in the Spirit...we always put that which Father asks of us before our own wants. does that help judy?

<diligently> so if we aren't asking Father of what He wants...then we are running on our own flesh. Yes

<opentext> correct...Father has all of the answers...yet how often do we try it our way first?

 <diligently> way too often

<opentext> Rom 8:5-6, For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. For to be​ carnally minded​ (walking in the flesh) is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. (KJV)

<opentext> Without Christ, one tends to follow the leading of the carnal man. It causes one to choose the works of the flesh, rather then that of the Spirit. It is only by the Spirit of Christ, that one may obtain life and peace.

<gone-help> Gal 5:16  This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.   (KJV)

<opentext> if one is acting carnally minded...what is there mind renewed with?

<mizpah> the things of the world

<at-peace> the things of this world

<renewed> their mind is being renewed with the things of this world

<diligently> carnal stuff

<gone-help> worldly pleasures

<opentext> 1 Cor 3:1-3  And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto carnal, even as unto babes in Christ.
<opentext> 2
I have fed you with milk, and not with meat: for hitherto ye were not able to bear it, neither yet now are ye able.
For ye are yet carnal: for whereas there is among you envying, and strife, and divisions, are ye not carnal, and walk as men?
 (KJV)

<opentext> as we can see here, Paul tells the Corinthians that they are ​carnal​....that he, Paul, is not able to feed them with meat...but rather can only give them milk and this is the Church that Paul is talking to and addressing here

<diligently> yes churches do not teach this, they say it once or twice…then that is it

<opentext> definition for carnal...4560  sarkinos-1) fleshly, consisting of flesh, composed of flesh    2) pertaining to the body (as earthly and perishable material)    3) wholly given up to the flesh, rooted in the flesh (as it were)

<opentext> it is when we are in the flesh, that there is envy, division and strife. It is only as we put on the mind of Christ, renewing our mind within the Word of God, that we are able to do that which Father asks of us. Those that are in the flesh, ***cannot***  please God! God is a Spirit…and those that worship Him…must…worship Him is Spirit and in truth, His Word is truth.

<opentext> Gal 5:19-21, Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God. (KJV)

<opentext> here addressing the Galatians...Paul gets very specific on what the works of the flesh are. basically...it is an expansion of envy...division and strife. another interesting thing here...is that many only apply this list to the physical.... and yet....praying to a statue...would be joining yourself to something other than God. adultery and fornication are quite self-explanatory for the physical, but many times we forget the spiritual implications here, joining oneself and becoming intimate with other gods.  

<opentext> def. for uncleaness...167  akatharsia-uncleanness

a) physical   b) in a moral sense: the impurity of lustful, luxurious, profligate living: used of impure motives

<opentext> when we don't keep our body clean...what happens?

<mizpah> we stink

<diligently> get sick

<renewed> it gets filthy and diseased

<shama> it gets sick

<at-peace> we begin to stink

<opentext> good answers

<opentext> what about when we fail to keep our mind renewed with the Word...doesn't the spirit man become unclean?

<gone-help> and start to decay

<at-peace> yes

<shama> yeah

<diligently> i suppose it would

<mizpah> that stinks, too...cause we start going into the flesh

<opentext> and our own righteousness....is as stinky rags as Isaiah would say. when we try to operate in and on our own righteousness.....we become unclean spiritually. now, keep in mind...that when we get into the flesh...it blocks our ability to see in the Spirit...and thus we loose vision of Christ, and who we are in Him.  

<opentext> Isa 64:6  But we are all as an unclean thing, and all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags; and we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities, like the wind, have taken us away.
 (KJV)

<opentext> def. for lasciviousness...766  aselgeia-unbridled lust, excess, licentiousness, lasciviousness, wantonness, outrageousness, shamelessness, insolence

<opentext> how often is that Father blesses us with something...and we are satisfied for a while...and then our mind starts racing...and pretty soon...all we can think about is having

 something bigger and better than that which we were blessed with?

<renewed> can happen quite often if we are looking in the flesh

<mizpah> when i start losing focus, i start thinking that way

<diligently> yes i do that.

<shama> yes when i'm in the flesh

<opentext> the importance of keeping our mind renewed with the Word. 

<shama> when we focus on our wants rather than our needs

<opentext> Isa 26:3  Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed on thee: because he trusteth in thee.  (KJV)

<opentext> def. for idolatry...1495  eidololatreia-1) the worship of false gods, idolatry

a) used of the formal sacrificial feats held in honor of false gods   b) used of avarice, as a worship of Mammon   2) in the plural, the vices springing from idolatry and peculiar to it

<opentext> a little leaven...affects the whole lump…it starts out small...but then it spreads. how often does the devil whisper in our ear...this is small, it will not hurt?

<renewed> quite often, and the more you give ear to him, the oftener it happens

<mizpah> yeh, his way of being subtle

<shama> often

<gone-help> often...but it is our choice to listen to reject it

<diligently> too often

<at-peace> most of the time, he is always looking for a way to cause us to stumble

<opentext> or, the devil might say to you...but they are doing it next door... or, look at so and so...they call themselves a Christian...and they are doing it...

<mizpah> and we have to remember, we work out our own salvation with fear and trembling

<gone-help> Josh 24:15.....choose **YOU** this day who you will serve

<opentext> def. for witchcraft....5331  pharmakeia-1) the use or the administering of drugs

2) poisoning   3) sorcery, magical arts, often found in connection with idolatry and fostered by it   4) metaphorically, the deceptions and seductions of idolatry

<opentext> now...let me share this with you...all witty inventions are from God... when one has a headache...and Father asks you to take an aspirin...use it... but usually we say, I'll take the aspirin, and then go talk with God. ask Father for His wisdom in each and every situation....and then hear and obey His counsel. if we start with the small things, our confidence in hearing Him grows...as does our knowledge of His Word.  

<gone-help> as does thanking Him for the small things

<opentext> usually people will look at me...and say they can never get here or learn the Word like i know it...but at one time i was right where you are, and thought and said the same things.   i thought everyone else knew the Word better then me. work with Father where He is working with you at...not where you think you should be, or where others tell you they think you should be...being confident of the work Father has begun in you. we will stop here for today...any questions from today's study?  

<at-peace> i have never thought to ask Father about taking aspirin or not.. but have always thanked Him for His blessing on them.

<diligently> i just never want to be in my flesh again  :-)

<opentext> it is learning to seek Father's counsel for all.   the more we will turn to Father...the more of Christ He is able to reveal to us

<diligently> so is there a time when it is ever ok to be in my flesh?

<opentext> well...you have to be in a body while you are here....but, the key is to be led by the Spirit of God....

<diligently> always asking Father.

<opentext> correct
