<at-peace> Father we thank you for this day and this time to partake of your words of life and truth and pray that we will be attentive to all that you have to share with us through out this day to be encouraged, strengthened, and enabled to fulfil your will for our lives and not that of ourselves and may receive all the praise, honor, and glory that you are deserving of through Christ Jesus our Lord.
 
<opentext> As we have been talking about this week, how that when people look at Matthew 24, Mark 13 and Luke 21, that we can see the physical implications to disobedience or rebellion against God and His Word, but few have any understanding of what it was [disobedience, rebellion] that brought about these things.
<opentext> Most people forget that the wages of sin, is death. They have no reality that when one rebels against God and His Word, that there will be consequences. Thus in 2Tim 3, we can see Paul showing the believer what it is that will bring about these kind of things [Matt 24, Mark13, Luke 21] in a person's life. 
<opentext> The definitions for the words today are taken from the Adam Clarke commentary.
 
<opentext> 2 Timothy 3:3, Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good, KJV
 
<opentext> [Without natural affection] Without that affection which parents bear to their young, and which the young bear to their parents. An affection which is common to every class of animals; consequently, men without it are worse than brutes.
<opentext> What happens when God's family values disappear from a home?
<disciple> another spirit takes over and starts instilling his values in the people
<at-peace> evil communications will come in and corrupt good morals
<opentext> When these values are not evident, doesn't it cause wars and skirmishes? Isn't there a famine for love, concern and proper affection?
<disciple> yes...fighting within and without   <at-peace> yes, a house divided will not stand
<opentext> Thus we can see why we are told that when a person is born again, that the love of God is shed abroad in their hearts by the Holy Ghost. It takes Father's love in our life and heart, to be that proper example of the believer.
<opentext> [Truce-breakers] a libation, because in making treaties libations both of blood and wine were poured out. The word means those who are bound by no promise, held by no engagement, obliged by no oath; persons who readily promise anything, because they never intend to perform.
<opentext> Without God's love as the basis for life within a person, what will their motivations be?
<disciple> to please self      <at-peace> to fulfil the lusts of their flesh
<opentext> So if a person is only out for self gratification, what won't they do to achieve their lusts?
<at-peace> nothing, it will be the focus of their attention
<opentext> And when people like this give you their word on something, how likely is it that they will keep it?
<disciple> if one can't keep his word to Father, they are not likely to keep their word to others
<at-peace> very unlikely unless it is something they want or will promote their agenda
<opentext> So we can see why Paul said to hold God and His Word to be true, and  every man that does not have this love as the basis for their life a liar. If a person was to remember this, how many heartaches and disappointments could they avoid?
<disciple> all   <at-peace> many
<opentext> [False accusers] Devils; but properly enough rendered false accusers, for this is a principal work of the Devil. Slanderers; striving ever to ruin the characters of others.
<opentext> Those who sow discord among the brethren. How often is it that people will give ear to these sort of things, and then wonder why turmoil enters into their lives?
<disciple> evil communications corrupt good morals...conversation...it brings on anything from the devil
<opentext> Stop and consider for a moment, that Jesus Christ was accused by the religious leaders of being a false teacher. And who did the people believe, the Son of God, or man with ulterior motives?
<at-peace> man     <disciple> man
<opentext> So when people do not listen to or believe what Father asks you to share, do you take it personal, or do you remember that all those that live Godly in Christ Jesus shall suffer persecution?
<disciple> we try to remember, but sometimes during the suffering, we sometimes forget
<at-peace> as marilynn said
<opentext> [Incontinent]. Those who, having sinned away their power of self-government, want strength to govern their appetites; especially those who are slaves to uncleanness.
<opentext> How often does one see people that want government or rulers over them as long as it serves their wants? And what happens when the government or rulers no longer satisfy their cravings?
<disciple> they grumble and get violent
<opentext> Wouldn't this definition pretty well describe how they become? [Fierce] Wild, impetuous, whatever is contrary to pliability and gentleness.
<at-peace> yes… they seek to discredit and destroy it/them
<opentext> [Despisers of those that are good] Not lovers of good men. Here is a remarkable advantage of the Greek over the English tongue, one word of the former expressing five or six of the latter. Those who do not love the good must be radically bad themselves. So we can see then when people neglect, forget, ignore the love of God within their life, how things begin to escalate in their lives. We have seen a good example of that in the aftermath of the hurricane, with some people trying to hinder the rescue and safety of those who are wanting it.
<opentext> How often is it that people will hinder the rescue, because they want people to be as miserable as they are?
<opentext> They despise those that are good, and the good that they try to do.
<at-peace> when operating in ignorance and self preservation
<opentext> So we can see then how wars and rumors of wars start and do escalate. How earthquakes can shake and rattle a persons life. How starvation from God's Word will bring out the worst of people. The physical results of spiritual starvation.
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
