<greg> Father we come together this day, to thank you in spirit and in truth for all that you have provided us in your word, giving us liberty by taking our infirmities and bearing our sickness, allowing us our souls to prosper through Jesus Christ our Lord

 

<opentext> Rom 8:26  Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered. KJV

 

<opentext> The frailties of our lower nature, were taken and nailed to His cross. Yet, so often a person will try to hold onto these, so that they will have an excuse for their failures.

 

<opentext> Matt 8:17 And thus He fulfilled what was spoken by the prophet Isaiah, He Himself took [in order to carry away] our weaknesses and infirmities and bore away our diseases. AMP

 
Gal 1:4 Who gave himself for our sins, that he might deliver us from this present evil world, according to the will of God and our Father: (KJV)
Ps 107:20 He sent his word, and healed them, and delivered them from their destructions. (KJV)
<opentext> He fulfilled that which Father asked of Him, being the sacrifice for us, yet, unless we allow Him into our life, and allow Him to be Lord of our life, it can not be fulfilled for us.

John 17:1-6 These words spake Jesus, and lifted up his eyes to heaven, and said, Father, the hour is come; glorify thy Son, that thy Son also may glorify thee: As thou hast given him power over all flesh, that he should give eternal life to as many as thou hast given him. And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent. I have glorified thee on the earth: I have finished the work which thou gavest me to do. And now, O Father, glorify thou me with thine own self with the glory which I had with thee before the world was. I have manifested thy name unto the men which thou gavest me out of the world: thine they were, and thou gavest them me; and they have kept thy word. (KJV)

<opentext> And how often do we see people that have not allowed the Lord to be their Lord, and then yet get mad because they see other people walking in, living in His grace?

<greg> they promise liberty, but they themselves are still the servants of corruption…they look down at us because we don’t live according to what they perceive as the norm

 

<opentext> And isn't that even the case in our own lives, at times? Because we will not cast over to Him an area where we still have an infirmity, and get mad at others, because we see them utilizing the liberty in Christ for themselves?

<disciple> i tend to angry at myself...i must be doing something wrong, or not doing something right, to have infirmities and i see others are in better health, physically

<greg> its like Paul said, i will glory in my infirmities, when i am weak, and realize i cant do it on my own, then i am strong

 
2 Cor 12:7-10 And lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the revelations, there was given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to buffet me, lest I should be exalted above measure. For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me. Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in persecutions, in distresses for Christ's sake: for when I am weak, then am I strong. (KJV)

<opentext> Being tempted in every manner as we are (Heb 2:14-18, Heb 4:15-16), yet learned He obedience by the things that He suffered (Heb 5:1-10), and in doing so showed us the safe and prosperous path of grace through this life (John 14:1-31, 1Peter 2:21-25), Yet, is one always willing to follow Him? Is one always willing to walk by faith, rather then sight (2Cor 5:7)? {without faith, it is not possible to please Him Heb 11:6}

<disciple> the Spirit is willing, but at times, the flesh is weak and rebels against faith, choosing to walk by sight instead (Matt 26:41, Gal 5:17)
<greg> Ps 23:4 Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil: for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me.  (KJV)

<greg> even though my mind walks in area's that appear to be doomed, i need to keep in mind that we already have the victory

<greg> learning to walk by faith, and not sight or imaginations

 

<opentext> Another thing that one has to keep in mind, is the fact that they remain our infirmities, because it is an area that we have not yet totally surrendered to Him. Even though He already paid the price for them in full, He cannot violate our free will. Thus we can see why Paul tells us that it is vital, that one works out their own salvation.
(Phil 2:12)
<opentext> Applying the Word to our life, as the Spirit leads and guides us, and not how we perceive that He may be working in someone else’s life.

<opentext> Thus we can see why we are told to imitate Him, and not other people. Allowing Christ Jesus to show us how He overcame that situation for us.

 

<opentext> Rom 8:27 And He Who searches the hearts of men knows what is in the mind of the [Holy] Spirit [what His intent is], because the Spirit intercedes and pleads [before God] in behalf of the saints according to and in harmony with God's will. AMP

 

<opentext> Being in harmony, or union with Christ, is what is essential in order to be victorious in our walk while we are here. Living and operating in the will of God at all times, in each and every situation, and not just when we "feel" like it.

<opentext> If one is not attentive to the leadings of the Spirit, in each and every situation one faces, how apt are they to be able to maintain their course on the strait and narrow path?

<disciple> they won't    <chosen> they won't be able to

<at-peace> without a vision (keeping focused on the mark for the prize) one will fall off course (Prov 29:18, Phil 3:7-14)
 (Phip 4:11-13)
<opentext> So then, why is it that one will so often ignore the leading and guidance of His Spirit? Even though we know that death and destruction awaits one when they depart from His wisdom.

<greg> their god is their belly, the things they glory in are actually a shame, because they mind earthly things and seek to please man and not God

<disciple> i want to say stupidity, but not sure that is the right word for it...the flesh likes rebellion

<at-peace> the spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak

 

<opentext> Thus we can see why Paul tells us to walk in His Spirit, so that one will not be tantalized, manipulated by the screaming desires and lusts of the flesh. (Gal 5:16)
<opentext> There are many voices out there screaming at the believer what should be done (1Cor 14:10), but there is but one still, small and calm and reassuring voice in the midst of all of the worldly  confusion. (1Kings 19:11-12, Matt 8:25-26)
<opentext> His Spirit will lead us and guide us into all truth (John 16:13), however, we have to be willing to follow(Matt 19:16-22, Luke 9:59-62), regardless of all of the pressures that may be placed on us by those of the lower nature that are around us. All a matter of remaining risen with Him. 

Col 3:1-2 If ye then be risen with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God. Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth. (KJV)

<opentext> So when your infirmities feel overwhelming, it is time to be mindful of the fact that He took our infirmities, and paid the price for them with His life, that you may live.
