2 Timothy 3:4 Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God;
 

            [Traitors] to deliver up. Those who deliver up to an enemy the person who has put his life in their hands. 
 

Jesus Christ was delivered up by those who had just days earlier wanted to make Him king. Some of those that walked with Paul, went back to the worldly ways rather than to continue in the truth.

 

            [Heady] to fall; headstrong, precipitate, rash, inconsiderate. 
 

            Jesus Christ tells us that if one wants to be great in His kingdom, then they have to learn to be the servant to all. Whose will are you seeking to follow today, His or yours?

 

            [High-minded] smoke; the frivolously aspiring; those who are full of themselves, and empty of all good. 
 

            Again, if we are seeking to please Father in all that we say and do each day, then there will be no time for one to be full of themselves.

 

            [Lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God] lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God; i. e. pleasure, sensual gratification, is their god; and this they love and serve; God they do not.
 

            Seeking first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, at all times, in all places. Are you able to remain focused in and on the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus? Food for thought!
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
