<at-peace> whenever we walk by sight rather than by faith.. or lean to our own understanding

<opentext> And why is it, that at times we do not believe His Word? Is it that we doubt the evidence that He has presented to us?

<disciple> no, it's because of the battlefield with the mind, against that which hasn't became real in our heart, yet.

<opentext> What would you consider it, when someone disagrees or differs with what God says on any given subject? Tampering with the evidence?

<disciple> yes, it would be

<greg> tamper with it to justify their walk

<at-peace> adding to or taking away from the Word of God according to their knowledge

<diligently> yes

<chosen> yes

<opentext> How often does one try to alter the meaning of what God says in His Word, to say what they want it to say? Or to justify whatever actions they are doing?

<disciple> that happens when we willingly go into disobedience, not by ignorance of the Word

<greg> they hear what appeals to the lower nature and not what feeds the higher one

<opentext> TAM'PER, To meddle; to be busy; to try little experiments; as to tamper with a disease. 1. To meddle; to have to do with without fitness or necessity.

<opentext> Now, one will tamper with something, when they usually have failed to read the instructions or follow the instructions thoroughly, and so because of lack of knowledge try to take shortcuts.

<disciple> no

<diligently> no

<diligently> we know it will not be

<at-peace> we are without excuse

<opentext> MED'DLE, 1. To have to do; to take part; to interpose and act in the concerns of others, or in affairs in which one's interposition is not necessary; often with the sense of intrusion or officiousness.

<opentext> How often is it, that people think they can improve on God's Word?

<opentext> Look at it this way then. How often do people take evidence, and try to pervert or tamper with the evidence, so that it will justify their own cause?

<disciple> yep...it's the same thing, although we don't want to see it that way

<at-peace> whenever a person wants it to be their will and not His will

<diligently> there are times i have tried to make excuses for the wrong i did at times. trying to make it ok to Father. hoping He would see it my way

<opentext> All scripture is given by the mouth of God, and it is for our advantage of life, to hear the counsel He has put forth, without tampering with the evidence of His counsel.

<diligently> yes

<disciple> yes

<opentext> Throughout the Bible, we see people tampering with the evidence, by worshipping golden calves, or elevating people higher then God. The examples are to numerous to mention, yet one should be able to see how easily it is for the evidence to be tampered with, if they are not constantly seeking Father's counsel.

<opentext> How often have we considered the times that we have tampered with the evidence of faith, to justify what we were doing, or what we were thinking?

<opentext> When one tampers or meddles with the evidence, does it cause a struggle or conflict within?

<disciple> yes, it does

<diligently> Father has shown this to me in the past, and helped me to learn to not do this

<chosen> yes

<greg> the peace of God is on His terms and conditions not ours

<diligently> letting only His peace rule

<opentext> So then faith is the agreement with the evidence of new life in Christ as presented by God with only His terms and conditions applicable, anything else would be tampering with the evidence?

<diligently> yes

<disciple> yes

<at-peace> we are either for Him or against Him

<opentext> Any time one leaves the simplicity of the gospel of Christ, one is tampering with the evidence of God's love for us. Today, will you accept all of the evidence that God presents to you, to believe and maintain the legality of your adoption into His family?
