<opentext> Falsifying evidence! 

<opentext> FALS'IFY, 1. To counterfeit; to forge; to make something false, or in imitation of that which is true; as, to falsify coin. 2. To disprove; to prove to be false; as, to falsify a record. 3. To violate; to break by falsehood; as, to falsify one's faith or word. To tell lies; to violate the truth.

<opentext> Now, we know that it is given to us to know the mystery of the kingdom of God. 

<opentext> So then, anything that would take away from the mystery of the gospel, would be an accomplice to falsifying Father's counsel on His plan for reconciliation with mankind.

<opentext> Now in the court systems, anything sustained other then the truth is called perjury, or falsifying evidence.

<opentext> Now, since we will all have to stand before the Supreme court of the universe, anything other then the truth of God's Word, will be perjury, or falsifying evidence before God.

<opentext> 2 Tim 3:7Ever learning, and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth. (KJV)

<opentext> Now, for anyone to study the Word, but not able to arrive at the truth, will be because they have chosen to listen to perjured or falsified information.

<opentext> How often is it, that people will listen to something because everyone else is doing it? Regardless of how far off it is?

<h-d> have seen that done a lot 

<disciple> been there, done that

<chosen> all the time when following the crowd around them

<diligently> do think that is what most in the world do

<opentext> Even in our own lives, how often in the past did one follow falsified information, because they did not have the fortitude to check things out for themselves?

<disciple> many times 

<diligently> yes, did do that as a young girl

<chosen> very often believing mans word <mike> didn’t hear things through

<opentext> People get scammed in the world, because someone is able to present lies in a somewhat believable manner, and because the people never take the time, nor make the effort to uncover the truth, and are thus often misled, and have much of their valuables pilfered from them.

<opentext> For each of us, we have all been scammed in spiritual matters, as we all followed something other then the truth of God's Word. What did it take for you to see through this falsified evidence?

<h-d> the truth of God's Word

<disciple> begin to listen to Father's Word again, and recognize the lies He pointed out that i was listening to

<diligently> the truth of the holy spirit… my own study of Gods word

<mike> hearing things through (pr8:34)

<chosen> getting pride out the way...., and being open to His voice

<at-peace> the eyes of my understanding being enlightened by accepting Christ and then seeking the truth of God's Word

<disciple> He shows the falsified evidence, by showing the truth...His sheep hear His voice

<opentext> Weymouth's New Testament

<opentext> 1 Corinthians 3:3 you are still unspiritual. For so long as jealousy and strife continue among you, can it be denied that you are unspiritual and are living and acting like mere men of the world?

<opentext> Jesus Christ is the Light of the world. Yet Paul told the Corinthians that they were following men and their falsified information, rather then seeking out the truth.

<opentext> 1 Tim 4:1-2

<opentext> 1Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils; 2Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot iron; (KJV)

<opentext> Some shall depart from the faith, the truth, and give heed to falsified evidence.

<opentext> Once one sees the truth, isn't it hard to comprehend how one listened to the falsified information? Yet, at the time it seemed so plausible?

<disciple> yep <chosen> yes <diligently> yes <h-d> yes <mike> yes <at-peace> yes

<opentext> Heb 5:14

<opentext> 14But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil. (KJV)

<opentext> Weymouth's New Testament

<opentext> Hebrews 5:14 Such persons are mere babes. But solid food is for adults - that is, for those who through constant practice have their spiritual faculties carefully trained to distinguish good from evil.

<opentext> Much study is a weariness to the flesh. The lower nature is most often looking for the easy way out. To find the truth and expose the lies or falsified evidence, will often times take a concerted, diligent effort on the believers part.

<opentext> Faith, the substance of things hoped for in the substance of life in the Message delivered by Christ, which brings sight or revelation to the evidence of a loving God and Father, that prior to the new birth, one was not able to identify by hearing or sight. 

<opentext> Now as we were growing and maturing in Christ, did one always base things on the Message delivered by Christ, or did one often walk by observing what others were doing?

<disciple> walked by sight....watching others

<diligently> most often walked by sight at first

<chosen> sometimes got distracted by watching others

<mike> at times, the peer pressure of what others believed I should do (not hearing things through)

<opentext> So we can see, that one followed after falsified evidence, rather then seeking out the truth, because it was easier to follow the crowd.

<opentext> James 1:23For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural face in a glass: 24For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was. (KJV)

<opentext> Study the Message of faith seeking Father's justification, as one who lives the revelation of this glorious mystery of reconciliation, because they have taken the time to seek true clarification to the evidence presented, so that they will never have reason to be ashamed when standing before Father.

<mike> this is so good. if we start following the hearing... the end is always the liberty in Christ! not always as I understand it at first look.

<opentext> It is a hearing thing. His sheep hear His voice, His evidence, and will not give ear to those falsifying evidence. Today, you are able to walk, to live, in the true evidence that you are one of His.
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
