Bible Study Monday 28 April 2003

<chosen> we thank you Father for the blessing of this time of fellowship in your Truth.... thank you for preparing this meal for us and for providing everything that we have need of this day... we pray that we will hear and obey only your voice this day, being pleasing to you alone, through Christ Jesus our Lord

<opentext> Falsified information or evidence, if listened to, will bring harm to a partnership or union.

<opentext> Have you ever listened to something, knowing at the time that it was not true; yet after having thought about it for awhile, it caused doubt to enter in?

<diligently> yes <disciple> yes <helpmate> yes <chosen> yes

<opentext> Now, at the time, it may have seemed harmless, even foolish. So then how did those thoughts bring one to the place that doubt entered in?

<disciple> because of allowing imaginations to take root

<disciple> rather than casting them down

<helpmate> we allowed our minds to think on the wrong things

<opentext> Gal 1:6-7, 6 I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel: 7 Which is not another; but there be some that trouble you, and would pervert the gospel of Christ. (KJV)

<opentext> The Word tells us to give no place to the devil. Paul marvels that they were so soon dislodged from their trust and faith in God.

<opentext> If one is on a journey, and they look at the wrong map, even though in their mind they want to arrive at the proper destination; unless they eventually turn to the proper map, what is liable to happen?

<disciple> they will become lost, because they ignored the source of correct information

<diligently> they may get lost

<helpmate> they will not end up at their desired destination

<chosen^> they may get on the wrong road and get lost

<opentext> Anything that does not give clear evidence of Jesus of Nazareth the Son of man, and Christ the Son of the living God, in union with the Father's purpose and plan, is falsified information, an if allowed into a person's reasoning, can alter the course they are traveling on.

<opentext> 1 Tim 1:4-5, 4 Neither give heed to fables and endless genealogies, which minister questions, rather than godly edifying which is in faith: so do. 5 Now the end of the commandment is charity out of a pure heart, and of a good conscience, and of faith unfeigned: (KJV)

<opentext> Note how Paul tells us here, that anything that is not of the essence of the Message delivered to us by and through Christ Jesus will bring unrest or lack of peace within a person.

<opentext> Yet, doesn't the world tells us to listen to someone, even though we do not agree with what they are saying?

<chosen^> yes <helpmate> yes <diligently> yes <disciple> yes

<opentext> So we can see, that many of the things that the world has taught us in the past, is not according to the truth of God's Word, but rather a way and means of merely appeasing those around us. Yet, doesn't the Word tell us, that if we please men, we cannot be the servant of God?

<disciple> yes <helpmate> yes <diligently> yes <chosen^> yes

<opentext> 1 Tim 1:5-6, 5 Now the end of the commandment is charity out of a pure heart, and of a good conscience, and of faith unfeigned: 6 From which some having swerved have turned aside unto vain jangling; (KJV)

<opentext> Faith or fear, those are the two paths that are available to every person. Yet, how often when we listen to things, does a person bring this immediate distinction to what is being talked about or discussed?

<disciple> i sometimes forget that

<chosen^> not always as quick as one should

<helpmate> we should be quick to hear

<diligently> not as i should all the time <opentext> Now, the devil will produce many different street signs to try to disguise the path of fear. So unless one knows the truth, how will they ever be able to tell that they have made a wrong turn or decision?

<disciple> they can't <chosen^> can not <diligently> they will not <helpmate> they won't be able to

<opentext> 1 Cor 3:2I have fed you with milk, and not with meat: for hitherto ye were not able to bear it, neither yet now are ye able. 3For ye are yet carnal: for whereas there is among you envying, and strife, and divisions, are ye not carnal, and walk as men? (KJV)

<opentext> The path of fear produces envy, strife and division. Yet, when the peace of God leaves us, how often does one quickly realize that falsified information has been presented?

<chosen^> usually don’t at the time

<helpmate> they don't because the vail of the flesh has returned and is blinding their eyes

<diligently> the truth will set you free and we shall be free indeed

<at-peace> should be immediately

<opentext> Now, another thing that people often do, is that when someone has believed a lie or falsified information, don't they think it is their responsibility to set the people straight?

<diligently> the world thinks that

<helpmate> yes, but it is "my" responsibility to work out my own salvation

<diligently> Father will set all things straight

<chosen^> trying to be their saviour

<helpmate> Father knows what we have need of, we have to seek it out

Matt 10:13And if the house be worthy, let your peace come upon it: but if it be not

worthy, let your peace return to you. 14 And whosoever shall not receive you, nor hear your words, when ye depart out of that house or city, shake off the dust of your feet. (KJV)

<opentext> If they are content to maintain the falsified information, leave before they uproot the peace of God in your heart. Then get out of their, and leave behind all of the falsified information.

<opentext> Leave the pigs in the pigpen to their own destruction.
