Been There Done That

Matthew 5:17-18 Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil. (18) For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled. (KJV)

What baffles me is, why are so many of God’s people, those that are believers, returning back to the law thinking that there is something left to accomplish in that realm? Our Lord came to get us out from under this bondage so that we could live a life of simple faith, believing in the completed work that He has done on our behalf, and not what many of what I would label as carnal Christians think they need to be doing.

Galatians 4:3-5 Even so we, when we were children, were in bondage under the elements of the world: (4) But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law, (5) To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons. (KJV)

You know the Lord did a complete work, a fulfilling one in fact, so that we wouldn’t have to concern ourselves with the rigid law and the bondage of being under it. Yet with that in mind, so many still think that they need to do some outward ritual, thinking that something is left that our Lord didn’t do on our behalf.

Matthew 26:17-19 (17) Now the first day of the feast of unleavened bread the disciples came to Jesus, saying unto him, Where wilt thou that we prepare for thee to eat the passover? (18) And he said, Go into the city to such a man, and say unto him, The Master saith, My time is at hand; I will keep the passover at thy house with my disciples. (19) And the disciples did as Jesus had appointed them; and they made ready the passover. (KJV)

Our Lord lived a life under the law, and yet lived that life without sin. There are no more feast days and Sabbaths and such that you need to be concerned with anymore, because our Lord was sent to do it for us, and yes He did it right, once and for all. So why people still get so caught up in rituals and things pertaining to the law is beyond me, because the simpler the better, which is what many miss.

2 Corinthians 3:5-6 Not that we are sufficient of ourselves to think any thing as of ourselves; but our sufficiency is of God; (6) Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life. (KJV)

This week we are going to discuss topics pertaining to the law, and where our Lord stands on this issue today. For you to stand and be strong in the Lord you will find your strength in the inward realm and no longer the outward one. Those that are in the flesh, those that operate according to the works of the law, well that kills the true meaning and intention of the word of God and what He has done already on our behalf.

John 4:22-24 Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews. (23) But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him. (24) God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. (KJV)

Please understand that the Lord’s realm is Spiritual, and so are the true believers in Christ who know why the Son was sent on our behalf and the completed work that He did so all that is left for His people to do is to believe on Him.

Galatians 2:16 Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified. (KJV)

Hey folks, Jesus Christ has been there done that law part for us. So for those that think that there is something left for us to do, well it just won’t fly according to our Lord. Besides, would that not be telling Him that He didn’t do a complete work, or a good enough job, knowing that God already has accepted Him and He is now seated at His right hand?
