When you got out of bed this morning, what kind of attitude did you have? What were your concerns?

    Philippians 4:6-7 Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God. 7 And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus. (KJV)

    This is the day that the Lord has made, and one can rejoice and be glad in it, if they have accepted the stone that the builders have rejected. This has to be one's attitude each day as they awake and arise with another day to serve Father through Jesus Christ.
