Bible Study Monday 5 November, 2001


Even the children of Israel when in the desert, tried to stockpile more than God’s instructions said that they could take. Do you really trust God for all that you will have need of this day?
Philippians 4:19 But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus. (KJV)
    We say that we trust and believe God. We will quote and repeat the scriptures that tell us that He will supply all of our need, but the question is, do we really believe it?
 

    We will read what the Word tells us, and we can see what it (the Word) does in other people’s lives; but have we really allowed Jesus Christ to be the Lord and provider of our life?
