Bible Study Monday 7 January, 2002
 


Today, is the first day of the rest of your life! What will you do with it?

 

2 Corinthians 6:2 (For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have I succoured thee: behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.) KJV

 

How often does one put off until tomorrow, that which they told the Lord they would do today? How many excuses will one find, to neglect their relationship with God this day?


Luke 9:57-58 And it came to pass, that, as they went in the way, a certain man said unto him, Lord, I will follow thee whithersoever thou goest. 58 And Jesus said unto him, Foxes have holes, and birds of the air have nests; but the Son of man hath not where to lay his head. (KJV)

     
[I will follow thee whithersoever thou goest.] A man who is not illuminated by the Spirit of God thinks himself capable of anything: he alone who is divinely taught knows he can do nothing but through Christ strengthening him. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Reader! art thou a poor man? and dost thou fear God? Then, what comfort must thou derive from the thought, that thou so nearly resemblest the Lord Jesus! But how unlike is the rich man, who is the votary of pleasure and slave of sin, to this heavenly pattern! (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
Luke 9:59-60 And he said unto another, Follow me. But he said, Lord, suffer me first to go and bury my father. 60 Jesus said unto him, Let the dead bury their dead: but go thou and preach the kingdom of God. (KJV)

 

 
Before I come to be a close and constant follower of thee, let me be allowed to perform this last office of respect to my father; and in the mean time, let it suffice to be a hearer of thee now and then, when I can spare time." (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)
How often is it that God only gets time and attentiveness from one, is when they "feel" they can spare the time?


Luke 9:61-62 And another also said, Lord, I will follow thee; but let me first go bid them farewell, which are at home at my house. 62 And Jesus said unto him, No man, having put his hand to the plough, and looking back, is fit for the kingdom of God. (KJV)

 

[Bid them farewell] To take leave, inform them of the design, and set things at home in order. Jesus did not suffer this, because he probably saw that he would be influenced by a love of his friends, or by their persuasions, not to return to him. The purpose to be a Christian requires "decision." Men should not tamper with the world. They should not consult earthly friends about it. They should not even allow worldly friends to give them "advice" whether to be Christians or not. God is to be obeyed rather than man, and they should come forth boldly, and resolve at once to give themselves to his service. (From Barnes' Notes)

 

One will usually cry to God when things do not go quite as they expected they should, but what did you do with or about your salvation this day? 

 

Was the Word of God first thing in your heart and on your mind when you got up today? 

Joshua 1:8 This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest observe to do according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success. (KJV)

 

Where exactly was God in your list of priorities for the day?


Psalms 24:3-4 Who shall ascend into the hill of the LORD? or who shall stand in his holy place? 4 He that hath clean hands, and a pure heart; who hath not lifted up his soul unto vanity, nor sworn deceitfully. (KJV)
