People often tell God that they will talk with Him later; but exactly how much later will that be? What if God only answered you when He felt like it?
 

    It is very easy for the flesh to take our relationship with God and the brethren in Christ for granted. A good way to compare this would be to that of a car: one goes out, sticks the key into the ignition and starts the car, and expects the car to start. And if the car does not start, people will usually use a very descriptive phrase to describe the car and its faithfulness.
 

    The same is often true in our Christian walk, when things do not go quite the way that we planned. And when this happens, we then place all of the blame on God's end, and /or that of the brethren, or both.
 

    Yet, the car most often does not start because of the lack of maintenance and upkeep; the daily upkeep of the car was neglected, and taken for granted, until finally the car became inoperable.
 

    Have you done the same thing with your relationship with God? Has it been the same thing day after day? Something to think about now!
