1 Peter 2:21 For even hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that ye should follow his steps: KJV

It is quite hard to state it much clearer than Wycliffe does in his above comments. If we say that we are Christians, and yet one’s life does not emulate His, then one is only deceiving themselves. Jesus Christ said that the believer would do the works that He did. One often forgets that that which was manifest in the physical, was from the result of His being obedient spiritually.
