His call was, to come follow Him, what will your answer be?

Mark 8:34-35 And when he had called the people unto him with his disciples also, he said unto them, Whosoever will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me. 35 For whosoever will save his life shall lose it; but whosoever shall lose his life for my sake and the gospel's, the same shall save it. KJV

Many people will say that they are following Him, but in reality, they are really following some person and their ideas or philosophies. Traditions, rituals, and customs become infiltrated with the Word, and pretty soon one has good sounding stories rather than Biblical accounts of that which God had recorded in His Word, otherwise known as the Bible.


Colossians 2:8 Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ. KJV

 

[Beware lest any man spoil you] The word sulagoogoon (grk 4812), from sulee, prey, and agein  (grk 71), to lead or carry away, signifies to rob, or spoil of their goods, as if by violence or rapine. Their goods were the salvation they had received from Christ; and both the Gentile and Jewish teachers endeavoured to deprive them of these, by perverting their minds, and leading them off from the truths of Christianity. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
